Marmara Urban Forum (MARUF)
was organized for the third time
by Marmara Municipalities Union
under the theme of Resilience
and Beyond.

“Resilience and Beyond™ with MARUF23

Marmara Belediyeler Birligi, Turkiye'ye sehircilik alaninda
kiresel marka olacak istanbul merkezli bir kent forumu
kazandirma hedefiyle uluslararasi diizeyde iki yilda bir
diizenledigi Marmara Urban Forum’un (MARUF) t¢ilinclsind
4-6 Ekim tarihlerinde istanbul Kongre Merkezi'nde, 7 Ekim’de
Dinya Buyuksehirler GUnU kapsaminda Hilton Istanbul
Bosphorus'ta gerceklestirdi. Dayaniklilik ve Otesi temasiyla
diizenlenen MARUF23, 4 giin boyunca 140’1 askin oturumu,
45’ten fazla Ulkeden 380’den fazla konusmaciyr 5000’den
fazla katihmciyla bir araya getirdi. 120’den fazla partnerin
destegini alan MARUF23 boyunca yer alan 20 kent rotasi,

6 sergi, 4 film gosterimi ve 16 stant katiimcilara keyifli bir
deneyim yasattl.

MARUF23’te, kentsel yasamda karsimiza ¢ikan
herhangi bir krizin ardindan mekanik bir bigcimde ayni/
eski hale donmenin sinirli, zaman zaman faydasiz ve
imkansiz yapisindan siyrilarak dayanikhhgimn “otesine”;
yasamin kendisi gibi organik bir bicimde gerceklesecek
olan daha iyi bir duruma, zamanin ve kosullarin ruhuna
uygun olmayani sokip atarak yeni kosullara uygun bir
yasam insa etme imkanina odaklanildi. MARUF'un bu
seneki ana temasi “Dayaniklilik ve Otesi/ Resilience
and Beyond” ile herkes igin strdurulebilir, kaliteli bir
yasamin temel gerekliliklerinin kentler kapsaminda
sorgulanmasi amaclandi. Kentlerin, dogal afetler, iklim
degisikligi, ekonomik sorunlar, nifus yogunlugu ve insani
hareketlilikler gibi ¢esitli alanlardaki krizler ve kirilganhklar
ile micadelesi, alaninda uzman konusmacilarla ele alindi.

MARMARA URBAN FORUM

Marmara Municipalities Union organized Marmara Urban
Forum (MARUF), which is held every two years at the
international level with the aim of providing Turkiye with an
Istanbul-based urban forum that will be a global brand in the
field of urbanism, for the third time at the Istanbul Congress
Center between October 4-6. Additionally, it continued at the
Hilton Istanbul Bosphorus on October 7 as part of the World
Metropolitan Day. Organized with the theme of Resilience and
Beyond, MARUF23 brought together over 5000 participants
and 380 speakers from 45+ countries in more than 140
sessions for 4 days. 20 urban routes, 6 exhibitions, 4 film
screenings and 16 booths, organized with the support of more
than 120 partners along MARUF23, provided the participants
with an enjoyable experience.

MARUF23 focused on moving beyond resilience, breaking
free from the limited, sometimes futile, and occasionally
impossible structure of mechanically returning to the same
old state after any crisis in urban life. The emphasis was on
achieving a better state of life that would unfold organically,
much like life itself, by removing what doesn’t align with the
spirit of time and conditions and constructing a life suitable
for new circumstances in urban living. This year’s main
theme, “Resilience and Beyond”, aimed to question the
basic requirements of a sustainable, quality life for everyone
within the context of cities. The struggle of cities with crises
and vulnerabilities in various areas such as natural disasters,
climate change, economic problems, population density and
human mobility was discussed with expert speakers.

Mevcut kentsel sorunlarin kapsaml bir sekilde
anlasiimasini saglamak, uzmanlar, politika yapicilar ve
konuyla ilgili diger kentsel paydaslar arasinda anlamli fikir
alisverislerini tesvik etmek amaciyla tasarlanan Derin Dalis
oturumlarinda kapsayici ve derinlemesine tartismalar yer
aldil. Sadece 30 dakikalik Hizli Bakis oturumlari, cesitli
kentsel konulara iliskin temel olusturan, fikir, uygulama ve
¢ozUm Onerileri ile dolu, meselenin 6zinu aktaran dinamik
icerikler sundu. Balon mu Degil mi? oturumlarinda popdtler
ya da “moda olmus” konseptler/araclar etkili sunumlar
yoluyla tartisildi. Yerel Eylem oturumlarinda ise yerel
dizeyde uygulanan basarili kentsel girisim ve projeler
sergilendi.

Event Modes

The sessions at MARUF23 were organized around five main
session modes. Deep Dive, Quick Takes, Hype or Not?,
Local in Action and Urban Basics.

Designed to provide a comprehensive understanding
of current urban challenges and encourage meaningful
exchanges between experts, policymakers, and other
relevant urban stakeholders, the Deep Dive sessions
featured inclusive and in-depth discussions among
participants. Just 30 minutes long, the Quick Takes sessions
offered dynamic content that provided the essence of the
issue, full of ideas, practices and solutions that laid the
foundation for various urban issues. “Hype or Not?” sessions
provided a platform to discuss popular or “hype” concepts/
tools through effective presentations. Local in Action

sessions showcased successful urban initiatives and projects
implemented at local level.

Gelecek nesillere bir miras yaratmak
icin birlikte calisalim. Strdurulebilir kalkinmanin

¢cozumleri guclendirelim.”

Oturum UNDP Turkiye Mukim Temsilcisi
Louisa Vinton’in konusmasiyla devam etti.
Basta Turkiye’'nin yasadigi deprem felaketi
olmak tzere 2023 yilinin dogal afetler
acisindan zorlu bir sene olduguna deginen
Vinton soyle konustu: “Bireysel olarak ya
da kolektif olarak ne yapabiliriz sorusunu
sormamiz gerekiyor. Depremin ve dogal
afetlerin etkilerini dustnlrken dogaya sayg!
duymali, onun kapasitesini goz oninde
bulundurmali ve bunlari kentsel gerceklige
aktarmallyiz.”

Oturumda sahnedeki enstrimanlar
Uzerinden ornekler vererek konusmasina
baslayan Baskan Buyukakin, kentlerin maruz
kaldigi soklara, krizlere karsi tahminlemenin
onemine, bu krizlerin nasil bir sistem ile
yonetilmesi gerektigine degindi ve soyle
konustu: “Sistemin iyi olani tesvik edici,
kotu olani caydiricl, acik sistem olarak insa
edilmesi halinde belirsizligi olabildigince
6ngorulebilir hale getirmis olursunuz.
Yonetimsel agidan baktiginizda dayaniklilik
icin acik bir sisteme ihtiyacimiz var.
Karmasiklastirmak yerine detaylandirmak
lazim. Basit glizeldir”

In the opening speech of the forum, Assoc.
Prof. Tahir Bliyikakin, President of Marmara
Municipalities Union and Mayor of Kocaeli
Metropolitan Municipality emphasized

the importance of the competence of our
institutions and decision-making mechanisms
in responding to global issues, and stated
that they wanted to put the concept of
resilience at the center of this year's MARUF.
UN-Habitat Global Solutions Division Director
Rafael Tuts, who participated in the opening
of MARUF23 with a video message, stated
that they truly believe in the capacity of
metropolitan and regional institutions in

the Marmara region and worldwide to

lead real change in the transformation
process needed for a sustainable and
resilient future. He said: “As we look to the
future and confront global challenges, we
must continue to develop and implement
innovative solutions. Let us work together

to create a legacy for future generations.
Let’s strengthen metropolitan and regional
solutions as drivers of sustainable
development.”

In the opening session titled Resilience
and Beyond, moderated by Dr. M. Cemil
Arslan, Secretary General of Marmara
Municipalities Union & General Coordinator
of MARUF, the importance of local
development, urban leadership, international
solidarity and cooperation to build resilient
cities in the current period of multiple crises
was discussed.

After M. Cemil Arslan explained the
scope of MARUF23, which he referred to
as the umbrella of events, Maria Vassilakou,
Urban Transformation Consultant & Former

Tahir Biliylikakin
Doc. Dr., Baskan, Marmara

Vice President of Vienna, took the floor
first in the Resilience and Beyond session.
Drawing on her 10 years of experience as
Deputy Mayor of Vienna, Vassilakou spoke
about being a transformative leader and said:
“Making cities resilient means transforming
them to provide better lives for us. We
know that transformation requires a strong
will and a clear vision. This is a visionary,
long- term, circular approach that involves
all stakeholders and citizens both vertically
and horizontally. It is about change and
transformation.”

The session continued with a speech
by Louisa Vinton, Resident Representative
of UNDP Turkiye. Referring to 2023 as a
challenging year in terms of natural disasters,
especially the earthquake disaster Turkiye
experienced, Vinton said: “We need to ask
what we can do individually or collectively.
When thinking about the impacts of
earthquakes and natural disasters, we need
to respect nature, consider its capacity and
translate this into urban reality.”

Mayor BlyUkakin, who started his
speech by giving examples from the
instruments on the stage, emphasized
the importance of forecasting against the
shocks and crises that cities are exposed
to, and what kind of system should be used
to manage them, and said: “If the system
is built as an open system that encourages
the good and discourages the bad, you
will make uncertainty as predictable as
possible. From a managerial point of view,
we need an open system for resilience. We
need to elaborate rather than complicate.
Simple is beautiful.”

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Sustainability: Hype or Not?
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Surdurilebilirlik Balon mu Degil mi?
Sustainability: Hype or Not?

Sirdurdlebilirlik kavraminin ele alindigr “Surduardlebilirlik Balon mu Degdil mi?” oturumu Itir Erhart
moderatorligiinde gerceklesti. Arda Oztaskin ve Laura Parry’nin katildigi oturumda farkli stirdirilebilirlik
yaklasimlar tartisilirken; kavramin sahte/gercek ayriminin sinirlari gizilmeye calisildi. Arda Oztaskin cevre

ve iklim krizinin disinda meselenin iktisadi boyutuna dikkat ¢cekerken, strddrulebilir donidsdmin finansmani
icin tesvik mekanizmalarinin &nemine degindi. Oztaskin yine de bunun yeterli olmadigini, ancak bireysel
dondsdmun butlnsel bir dontsim tetikleyebilecedini savundu. Parry de iklim alaninda harekete

gecen sehirlerin konuyu halka anlatmalarinin 6nemine degindi ve “iklim alaninda eyleme gecen sehirler
vatandaslara danistiklarinda daha fazla ilerleme kaydediyorlar” ifadelerini kullandi. Parry strddrulebilirligin
balon olup olmadidi sorusuna “Dilde kaldigi stirece balona donuslyor” seklinde cevap verirken, ¢c6zim igin
is sistemlerinin hesap verilebilir, seffaf doniisimunu isaret etti. Oztaskin ise sirdurilebilirligi pazarlama icin
kullanan markalarin oldugunu ama konu kitlelerce dogru anlasildik¢ga bu durumun degisecegdini savunurken:
“Hype olsun arkadan rlizgar essin o rlizgarla islerimizi donustirme yolunda adim atalim. Hype'i gercek
aksiyona gevirecek glice gevirebilirsek o cok faydall” sozlerini sarf etti.

The session “Sustainability: Hype or Not?” held to discuss the concept of sustainability was moderated by Itir
Erhart. In the session attended by Arda Oztaskin and Laura Parry, different approaches to sustainability were
discussed and the false/true distinction of the concept was tried to be clarified. Arda Oztaskin drew attention
to the economic dimension of the issue apart from the environmental and climate crisis and emphasized the
importance of incentive mechanisms for financing sustainable transformation. Oztaskin argued that this is
still not enough, but that individual transformation can trigger a holistic transformation. Parry discussed the
importance of climate action cities communicating this issue to the public and stated that “Climate action
cities make more progress when they consult with citizens”. Parry responded to the question of whether
sustainability is hype by saying “As long as it remains only in speeches, it becomes hype” and pointed to the
accountable and transparent transformation of business systems as a solution. Oztaskin argued that some
brands use sustainability as a marketing tool, but he believes that this will change as the issue is better
understood by the general public. He stated, “If it becomes hype and gains momentum, let’s take a step
towards transforming our businesses by riding that wave. If we can turn the hype into the power for real
action, it would be very useful”

MARUF gibi kente dair ag kurma etkinlikleri ve forumlari,
kent sakinlerinin yasadiklar yerle ilgili meselelere ilgisinin
artirlmasinda, karar alma siireclerine katilimlarinin ve eyleme
gecmelerinin tesvik edilmesinde ne gibi bir rol oynayabilir?
MARUF gibi kentsel forumlar vatandaslarin katilimini tesvik
etmede ve yerel diizeyde demokrasiyi gelistirmede ¢ok

o6nemli bir rol oynar. Kentsel sorunlara katilimi tesvik eden

ve yerel karar alma siireclerine aktif katilimi tesvik eden
dinamik platformlardir. Kent forumlari bilgi paylasimi ve beceri
kazandirmanin yani sira seffaf yonetisimi destekler, kentsel
gelisimde yerel basarilara dikkat ¢ceker ve takdir edilmelerini
saglar. Bu kapsamli yaklasim, kent sakinlerini yerel yonetimde
proaktif gorev almaya tesvik eder. Bunun saglanmasi, sadece
strdurdlebilir ve adil degil, ayni zamanda gercekten demokratik
olan kentsel cevreler tasarlamada hayati Gneme sahiptir.

Yerel yonetimler 6ngoriilen ve 6ngoriilmeyen krizlere
kendilerini nasil hazirlayabilir ve krizler karsisinda

nasil hizl, yerel ve etkili c6ziimler lretebilir? Bu ¢oziim
arayisinda is birliginden ve bilgi birikimi paylasimindan nasil
yararlanilabilir?

Yerel ydnetimler, krizlere hazirlanirken proaktif bir yaklasim
benimsemelidir: kapsamli risk degerlendirmeleri yapmak,
komsu belediyelerle ve paydaslarla yakin is birligi yapmak,
yerel yetkililerin ve miidahale ekiplerinin kapasitesini arttirmak.
Bu yaklasim, ALDA aginin destekledigi yaklasim ile de
uyumludur.

Yerel halkla yakin iliskiler kurmak olmazsa olmazdir;
potansiyel tehditlerin farkinda olunmasini ve kent sakinlerinin
hem planlama hem de mudahale calismalarina katilimini
saglar. Esnek yonetisim yapilari, acikgca tanimlanmis gorev
ve sorumluluklarla birlikte, meydana gelen durumlara hizli
ve etkili miidahale yapilmasina olanak verir. Bu is temelden
baslar, ¢clinkli demokrasiyi ancak yerelde demokratik olmak
kurtarabilir!

What role can urban networks and forums like MARUF play
in enhancing urban residents’ interest and engagement in
urban issues and encouraging local action and participation
in the decision-making process?

Urban forums like MARUF play a crucial role in fostering citizen
involvement and enhancing democracy at the local level.

They serve as dynamic platforms that promote engagement

in urban issues and encourage active participation in local
decision-making processes. Beyond sharing knowledge and
building skills, urban forums advocate transparent governance,
drawing attention to, and applauding, local successes in

urban advancement. This comprehensive approach inspires
residents to take a proactive role in local governance. Such
empowerment is vital in crafting urban environments that are not
just sustainable and equitable but also genuinely democratic.

How can local governments prepare themselves for both
anticipated and unforeseen crises to develop rapid, localized
and effective solutions? How can cooperation and exchange
of know-how be used in pursuit of these solutions?

In preparing for crises, local governments should adopt

a proactive approach: Conducting comprehensive risk
assessments, collaborating closely with neighboring
municipalities and stakeholders, and building the capacity of
local officials and response teams; this approach aligns with
what the ALDA community champions.

Engaging actively with local communities is essential,
nurturing an awareness of potential threats and involving
residents in both planning and response endeavors. Flexible
governance structures, with clear roles and responsibilities,
allow for agile responses to evolving scenarios. It starts from the
bottom, because only local democracy can save democracy!

Bu tiir
ayrimciligi tanimlamak ve miicadele
etmek zordur ve yapisal esitsizlikleri
yeniden iretir. Kentsel aglar ve MARUF
gibi forumlar, organizasyonlarinin
icinde bulunabilecek kurumsallasmis
ayrimciligi ele almak ve ortak bir sekilde
herkes icin glivenli alanlar olusturmak
icin nasil etkili ve proaktif bir sekilde
hareket gecebilir?
Kentsel aglarin icinde, kurumsallasmis
veya sade vatandasin hayatindaki
ayrnimciligi raporlayan, bunla miicadele
icin kurulmus olanlar var. Oncelikle bu
aglar ve MARUF gibi forumlar gorinr
olmak zorundalar. Gorunurlik, kol kirilir
yen i¢inde kalir ifadesinin tam zittidir.
Gorllmek ve ‘biz kurum olarak sizi takip
ediyoruz’ demenin bir ifadesidir. Dolayisiyla
ECCAR olarak buraya davet edilmemiz ¢ok
onemli. Baskanimiz Benedetto Zachiroli,
yaptigi konusmada “bir kurumun bunu
yapabilmesinin cesaret gerektirdigini”
vurgulamistir. Ben de ECCAR Baskan
yardimcisi ve Kadikdy Belediyesi Meclis
Uyesi olarak ‘6nce cesaret’ diyorum.
Cesur olan kurumlar dnculik
yaparak diger sehir ve kurumlari ayaga
kaldirabilir. Bu mevzu evrensel insan
haklar miicadelesinin devamidir. SOmuri
ve dislama//inkar/suglama 6zellikle sehir
hayatinda ¢ok yaygin. Belediyeler kendi
icinde personellerine ‘esitlik ve esit
hizmet’ anlayisi tGzerine egitim vermeli.

Yerel diizeyde gogmenlerin
entegrasyonunda sehirlerin rolii nedir?
Sehirler, yerel diizeyde gogmenlerin

ve miiltecilerin entegrasyonu ve
kaynastiriimalarinda kritik bir rol oynar.
Topluluklar arasinda mahalle diizeyinde
sosyal uyum ve bitlnlesme saglarlar ve
aidiyet duygusu yaratirlar. Bu baglamda
yerel idare, gé¢men entegrasyonuyla
ilgili en iyi uygulamalarin ve zorluklarin
paylasildigi uluslararasi etkilesimlerden
yararlanir.

Eurocities’de, sehirlerin bir yandan
nifuslarinin gesitliligini hesaba katarak,
sosyal uyumu destekleyen entegrasyon
politikalari tasarlama ve uygulamada kilit
rol oynadiklarina kanaat getirdik.

Entegrasyonu hem gé¢menler hem de
yerel toplum tarafindan yonlendirilen iki
yonlu dinamik bir sire¢ olarak algilayan
sehirler, basarili entegrasyonun aciklik,
esitlik ve kapsayicilik ilkeleri tzerine insa
edildigi bir ortam yaratmayi hedefler.

Institutionalized discrimination refers
to the existence of discrimination and
inequalities rooted in policies and
practices, leading to unequal treatment
and outcomes for marginalized or
disadvantaged groups.

In his speech, our President
Benedetto Zachiroli emphasized that “it
takes courage for an institution to do
this”. As Vice President at ECCAR and a
Council Member of Kadikdy Municipality, |
say ‘Courage first’.

Courageous institutions can lead the
way and lift other cities and institutions.

Exploitation and exclusion/denial/
accusation are especially prevalent in
urban life. Municipalities should train
their staff on ‘equality and equal service’.

What is the role of cities in the
integration of migrants at the local level?
Cities hold a crucial role in the integration
and inclusion of migrants and refugees at
the local level, ensuring social cohesion
and building a sense of belonging in
communities at the neighborhood level. In
this context, local administrations greatly
benefit from international exchanges

to share best practices and challenges
associated with migrant integration.

At Eurocities, we are convinced that
cities play a key role in designing and
implementing integration policies that
promote social cohesion while taking into
account the diversity of their populations.
Perceiving integration as a dynamic two-
way process driven by both migrants

and the local society, cities aim to create
an environment in which successful
integration is built on the principles

of openness, equality and inclusion.

For cities, it is crucial to include all
stakeholders to build a holistic approach to
the integration.
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not only in municipalities but in every
school in every city.

Sustainability requires leaving no one
behind. What basic principles should
cities adopt when formulating large-
scale policies to mitigate unintentional
negative impacts that may render any
group disadvantaged?
The formula here is that all legislation
should first and foremost be supervised
by people/commissions specialized in
universal human rights. We must focus
on discrimination that reduces people’s
representation as rights holders and
remove the barriers that create inequality.
Moreover, in developed countries,
local and central governments have
begun to build a strong statistical
database based on equal citizenship.
In ECCAR, we maintain our statistics
and reports on the same parameters
to be able to communicate and make
measurements on the subject. Our
subcommittees contribute to guiding
work in different countries in the light
of similar data. We can take action only
if we can identify negative feedback.
These findings serve as a warning
to every employee in the decision-
making mechanism for large-scale
transformations going forward.
Democracy and human rights are
not about the minority or the majority,
but about fighting together to ensure
that you, me, or anyone from our
neighborhood is not deprived of their
rights because of the clusters they fall
into.

What kind of collaborations can be
developed to enable institutions such as
the EU and the UN to provide long-term
support to underdeveloped countries

on issues such as migration and
environmental security?

By 2050, we anticipate that nearly seven
out of ten individuals will inhabit cities.
With this context in mind, two things are
important: First, cities need to have a

seat at the table when it comes to high-
level political discussions on migration
and environmental security. All too

often, negotiations on these issues are
kept at the EU or UN level, with national
governments and (where applicable)

EU institutions or UN agencies staying
amongst themselves. Secondly, cities also
need to have better access to funding
opportunities dispersed by EU institutions
and UN agencies. Given their constrained
budgets, cities grapple with addressing the
needs of vulnerable demographic groups.

In the “COP28 on the Go: Local Solutions,
Global Impacts” session held as part of the
“Local in Action” sessions, representatives
from various organizations shared their
efforts related to climate change as the 2023
United Nations Climate Change Conference
(COP28), which will take place in Dubai at the
end of November, approaches.

The session was moderated by Ahmet
Cihat Kahraman and attended by Tugba
Dingbas, Casimir Legrand, and Nicola lezza.
Firstly, Tugba Dincbas took the floor and
talked about the national policy efforts of
the Ministry of Environment, Urbanization
and Climate Change in the climate
change and urban adaptation process of
Turkiye. Din¢bas stated that the effects
of global warming are increasingly felt in
the Mediterranean basin, where Turkiye
is located, and that cities are the areas
most vulnerable to these effects. Dincbas
stated that Turkiye is working towards the
2053 Net Zero target and announced a 41
percent reduction target for 2033, adding
that preparations for a long-term strategy
are currently underway. Dincbas mentioned
that the National Contribution Statement
has been updated, and two fundamental
action plans covering 12 sectors have been
prepared. She also noted that the climate
law will soon be discussed in parliament,
stating, “From our perspective, this is also
considered a developmental issue. We
aimed to view this challenging process as
an opportunity and address it accordingly”.
Din¢bas emphasized that different regions
in Turkiye confront distinct climate risks,
highlighting the significance of integrating
local and national efforts to enhance the
resilience of cities.

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Taking the floor after Din¢bas, Legrand
provided an overview of C40’s efforts, which
involve collaboration among 100 major
cities worldwide to combat the climate
crisis. Stating that their initiatives directly
affect 600 million people and indirectly
affect 900 million people, Legrand said:
“Cities consume 70 percent of the energy
produced in the world. We are currently
far from achieving the goals of the Paris
Agreement. Beginning at the local level,
our objective is to support national and
international institutions regarding this
matter” Legrand mentioned that C40’s
efforts involve bringing together various
stakeholders and offering financial and
political assistance. He emphasized,
“Companies, labor unions, mayors —
everyone should be part of the process, and
we should be able to reach even the most
vulnerable groups.”

Nicola lezza spoke last and presented
the activities of “Local Governments for
Sustainability” (ICLEI), an international non-
governmental organization that supports
sustainable development. Explaining that
they are trying to ascertain the situation
with regard to urgent climate processes as
COP28 approaches, lezza said that they are
currently organizing mini COP28s including
voluntary meetings and that they will present
a “Common Position Paper” consisting
of the outputs of all these meetings at
COP28. Stating that more local actors have
been involved in the COP processes in
recent years, lezza said that this should
increase and that every initiative in United
Nations contacts and collaborations should
incorporate a component that represents
the voices of local communities.

Critical Infrastructures in Critical Moments:
Protection Against Disasters

Afetlerin hayatimizi belirledigi cagda yasiyor olmanin bilinciyle kritik alt yapilarin afetlere hazirlktaki kilit
roline dikkat cekmeyi amaclayan “Kritik Zamanlarin Kritik Altyapisi: Afetlere Hazirlik”, MARUF23’Un dikkatle
dinlenen yerel eylem kapsamindaki oturumlarindan biri oldu. Alaninda uzman konuklarin konusmaci oldugu
oturumda gunlik yasamin surdtrdlmesi icin hayati dnem tasiyan kritik altyapiya sahip binalar hangileridir ve
bunlar icin alinabilecek dnlemler nasil olmalidir konulari, Asl Ceylan Oner moderatdrligiinde tartisildi.

Turkiye ve dinya genelinden orneklerle afetlere yonelik altyapi, planlama ve insa konularindaki
deneyimlerin paylasildigi oturumda, Cristian Alfredo Wittig Grell, vatandasi oldugu Sili gibi gelismekte olan
bir Glkede 9,5 gibi tarihin en biylk depremlerine tek bir ¢atlagi dahi olmadan dayanabilen binalarin nasil
mimkin oldugunu anlattl. Latin Amerika’da 1960 yilinda 9,5 siddetinde, 2010 yilinda 8,8 siddetinde, 2014
yilinda 8,2 ve 2015 yillarinda 8,4 siddetinde depremlere direnen ve nehir yatagina insa edilmis 190 metreyi
asan yikseklikte camla kapli binalarin drneklerini gosterdi ve bunu saglayan seyin deprem karsiti bir
kdltdr yaratmak oldugunu dile getirdi. Deprem gtincellemelerinin mimari anlamda bir engelleme degil tam
tersine bir firsat oldugunu dile getiren Grell: “Ulkemizde ailelerimizi korumak icin en yiiksek maaslar yapi
denetimlerini saglayan bu meslek gruplarina veriliyor” dedi.

Konusmacilardan Ugurcan Ozcamur, Turkiye’deki deprem yalitmina iliskin uygulamalari anlatti. Tiirkiye'de
deprem yalitimh 200 civari bina oldugunu, bunlarin agirlikli olarak hastane binalari, tarihi yapilar ve stratejik
islevi olan binalar oldugunu belirtti. 6 subat depreminde, deprem gliniinde hizmet vermeye devam eden
hastanelerin sadece izolatorli hastaneler oldugunu soyledi.

Konusmacilardan Kazim Gokhan Elgin ise istanbul’da sismik riskin azaltiimasi acil durum planini anlatti.
Depremden sonraki ikincil afetleri dnlemenin dnemini aktaran Elgin, kurum olarak, afetten sonra yara sarmak
yerine afet dncesinde énlem alma oncelikli calismalara basladiklarina degindi.

The session “Critical Infrastructures in Critical Moments: Protection Against Disasters” aiming at highlighting
the crucial role of critical infrastructure in disaster preparedness with the awareness of living in an age where
disasters determine our lives was one of the well-attended “Local in Action” sessions of MARUF23. The
session hosted experts in their respective fields as the speakers to discuss the topics of the buildings with
critical infrastructure that are vital for the continuation of daily life and the measures that can be taken for them,
moderated by Asli Ceylan Oner.

In the session where experiences on infrastructure, planning and construction for disasters were shared
with examples from Turkiye and around the world, Cristian Alfredo Wittig Grell explained how it is possible
to build buildings in a developing country like Chile, of which he is a citizen, that can withstand the biggest
earthquakes in history, such as 9.5 magnitude, without a single crack. He cited examples of glass-clad
buildings over 190-meter high built on riverbeds in Latin America that withstood earthquakes of magnitude
9.5in 1960, 8.8 in 2010, 8.2 in 2014, and 8.4 in 2015, and said it was the creation of an anti-earthquake
culture that made this possible. Stating that earthquake updates are not an architectural hindrance but
an opportunity on the contrary, Grell said that:”In our country, the highest salaries are given to these
professional groups that make building inspections to protect our families”.

Ugurcan Ozcamur, one of the speakers, explained the earthquake insulation practices in Tirkiye.

He stated that there are around 200 earthquake-isolated buildings in Turkiye, mainly hospital buildings,
historical buildings and buildings with strategic functions. He said that the only hospitals that continued to
serve on the day of the February 6 earthquake were earthquake-isolated hospitals.

Kazim Gokhan Elgin, another speaker, explained the emergency plan for reduction of seismic risk in Istanbul.
Stating the importance of preventing secondary disasters after the earthquake, Elgin said that their organization
started to prioritize taking precautions before the disaster instead of bandaging wounds after the disaster.

Kentlerimizin son 30-40 yilda aynilagtigini sdyleyen Goksu, katmanli
uygarlklarin mirasini taglyan benzersiz bir cografyada yasadigimizi hatirlatip
tasarim kiltiriinin gelismesinin dnemine degdindi. iklim krizi, afetler, savaslar
gibi sorunlar kiireselken, ¢coztmlerin de kiiresel olmasi gerektigini sdyleyen
Goksu, genclere farklilik ve etki odakli distinmeleri tavsiyesinde bulundu.
2013’te baslattigi ve “mahalleliyle tasarimciyi bulusturma”yi amaglayan “Tasarim
Arastirma Katilim- TAK Atdlyeleri” deneyiminden bahseden Goksu sunlari
soyledi: “Birlikte cizilen, tartisilip oylanan, Uretilen projeler, halkin yasadigi
cevre hakkinda sahiplilik duygusunu gelistirmeye katkida bulunuyor.”

As part of the “Quick Takes” mode, session titled “Creative and Collective:
Altering Planning Practices,” Ali Faruk Goksu discussed urban design
experiences from his professional journey, highlighting how planning
principles in urban design have evolved over time. He emphasized that
modern design has become “bottom-up”, suggesting that a participatory
design approach can unleash everyone’s inherent creativity.

Stating that our cities have become very similar to each other in the last
30-40 years, Goksu reminded that we live in a unique geography that carries
the heritage of layered civilizations and touched upon the importance of
cultivating a design culture. Asserting that while problems such as climate
crisis, disasters and wars have global implications, solutions should also
be globally oriented, Goksu advised young people to think with a focus on
difference and impact.

Reflecting on his 2013 initiative, “Design Research Participation - TAK
Workshops”, which aims to bridge the gap between neighborhoods and
designers, Goksu shared, “Projects that are collaboratively designed, debated,
voted upon, and realized enhance the community’s sense of ownership over
their living spaces.”

Katilimcilarin, “Istanbul’da
biyolojik ¢esitliligi korumak mimkun
mi?” sorusunu “Evet, ancak insan-yaban
hayati catismasinin farkina vararak ve
biyocgesitliligi korumak icin en azindan
dogal gecis alanlarini koruyarak bunu
saglayabiliriz” diyerek yanitlayan Orug,
sehirde yaban hayatini korumanin birlikte
mimkin olabileceginin altini ¢izdi.
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Ayse Orug, who has been working on
marine and wildlife for 29 years, discussed
different habitats in the city and the
effects of the city on living life with a
focus on biodiversity in the session titled
“Biodiversity: Volume of Life in/despite
the City” within the scope of the “Quick
Take” sessions. In her presentation

on her study monitoring Istanbul’s
biodiversity, Orug said: “There are many
living things that share life with us and

we are shrinking their habitats. We are
destroying the passage corridors they
need to survive in their natural habitat.”
She showed a concrete example of this
as the construction of the 3rd bridge in
Istanbul, which led to the disappearance
of natural crossing areas for wild boars.
She answered a participant’s question

“Is it possible to protect biodiversity in
Istanbul?” as follows “Yes, but only by
recognizing the human-wildlife conflict and
protecting at least natural crossing areas
to preserve biodiversity”. Oruc underlined
that it is only possible to protect wildlife in
the city with joint efforts.

Taktiksel Kentlesme Balon mu Degil mi?
Tactical Urbanism: Hype or Not?

“Taktiksel Kentlesme Balon mu Degil

mi?” oturumunda, yapil ¢cevrenin hizli ve
dusuk butceli gegici iyilestiriimesi anlamina
gelen ve son yillarda yayginlasan taktiksel
kentlesme uygulamalari; katilimcilik,
planlama, hiz ve gecicilik eksenlerinde
incelendi. Hayrettin Glng’lin yonlendirdigi
sOylesinin konuklari Chiara De Grandi ve
Devrim Cimen’di.

Milano Belediyesindeki deneyimlerini
anlatan De Grandi, 2 meydanla baslayip
40 meydan diizenlemesi ile devam eden
taktiksel uygulamalarin yeni bir harekete
gecme imkani olusturdugunu, biiylik kentsel
midahalelere gerek kalmadan katilimci
dontsimi mimkdn kildigini ve ilk anda
cevre sakinlerinin bir kisminda tepkiler
yaratsa da ¢ok yliksek memnuniyet oraniyla
karsilandigini ifade etti. Cimen ise; 80 dncesi
genel mimarlik anlayisinin insanlarin hayatini
degistirecek donltslimlerde tasarimciya en
onemli roll verdigini ancak bu anlayisin
degistigini soyledi. Butiincll planlama
anlayisinin krize girmesiyle olusan boslugu
cok sayida “asagidan yukari” mimarlk
biciminin doldurdugunu ifade eden Cimen,
taktiksel kentlesmenin de bunlardan biri
oldugunu sodyledi.” Taktiksel sehircilik kisa
erimli bir deneme olarak, daha énemli
kararlar icin bir althk olma 6zelligi iceriyor”
seklinde konusan Cimen, 6zellikle az
gelismis llkelerde mekana dair farkindahgin
¢cok dusuk oldugunu ve taktiksel
sehirciligin bu tirden bir farkindalk Gretip
insanlarin yasadigi yerle ilgili taleplerde
bulunabilmesine aracilik edebilecegini
belirtti.

Konuya Milano’daki tecriibelerden
orneklerle katkida bulunan De Grandi, slire¢
icinde kent sakinleri arasinda miinakasalar
yasandigini ancak bunun kamusal alanla
ilgili yapici tartismalar baslattigini ifade
ederken: “insanlar muhatap bulabildiler,
mekani sahiplendiler, temiz tuttular,
kendi yerleri onlara aitmis gibi hissettiler.”
sozlerini kullandi. Soyleside ayrica
taktiksel baslayan uygulamalarin yapisinin
projeler genellestikce “planlama”ya
doéniip donmedigi hususu da tartisildi. De
Grandi, bu uygulamalarin kentsel politikaya
donusebilecegdini ve kendisi icin bunun
bir yontem oldugunu sdyledi. Cimen ise
taktiksel kentlesmenin belli avantajlara sahip
oldugunu ancak bir politikaya donustugu
anda planlamayla birlikte dislinmenin daha
saglikli olabilecegini savundu.

In the session “Tactical Urbanism: Hype
or Not?”, tactical urbanization practices,
which mean fast and low-budget temporary
improvement of the built environment and
have become widespread in recent years,
were examined in terms of participation,
planning, speed and temporariness. The
guests of the talk moderated by Hayrettin
Gun¢ were Chiara De Grandi and Devrim
Cimen.

De Grandi told about her experiences
in the Municipality of Milan and said
that tactical practices that started with 2
squares and continue with 40 squares,
created a new opportunity for taking action,
and enable participatory transformation
without the need for major urban
interventions, and that it is welcomed
with a very high level of satisfaction,
despite the initial reactions of some
residents. Cimen said that the general
understanding of architecture before 1980
gave the designer the most important
role in transformations that would change
people’s lives, but this understanding has
changed. Stating that many “bottom-up”
forms of architecture have filled the void
created by the crisis experienced by
the holistic planning approach, Cimen
said that tactical urbanization is one of
them: “Tactical urbanism, as a short-term
experiment, serves as a basis for more
important decisions.” Cimen noted that
spatial awareness is very low, especially
in underdeveloped countries, and tactical
urbanism can generate this kind of
awareness and mediate people’s ability to
make demands about where they live.

Contributing with examples from the
experiences in Milan, De Grandi pointed
out that in the process there were
conflicts between residents, but -this led
to constructive discussions about public
space, and said “People were able to find
an interlocutor, they have embraced the
space, they have kept it clean, feeling like
it was their place.” It was also discussed
whether the structure of practices that
started tactical turned into “planning” as
the projects became more generalized. De
Grandi said that these practices could turn
into urban politics and it is a method for her.
Cimen argued that tactical urbanization has
certain advantages, but when it turns into a
policy, it may be healthier to think together
with planning.

Yeni Kirsal Balon mu Degil mi?
Neo-Rural: Hype or Not?

Anlami ve kimligi strekli devinen “yeni kirsal” kavramina “balon mu degdil mi?” sorusu lzerinden yaklasilan
bu oturumda orta-dst sinif géglinin kirsala yansimalari ve kirin farkli eksenlerdeki donidsimu ele alindi.
Moderatdrligiini Candan Tiirkkan'in yaptigi oturumda ibrahim Emre Giindogdu mimarlik deneyimlerinden
yola ¢ikarak kentle kirsal arasindaki iliskiye ve “yenir kirsal” kavrami etrafinda olusan pratiklere degindi.

Kirsalin hi¢ bir zaman kentten kopamamis oldugunu ifade eden Gindoddu, ancak kirsala gidip kendi
gercegdini yasamaya ¢alisan kentlilerin hi¢ beklemedikleri yeni krizler yasadiklarini sdyledi ve soyle ekledi:
“EJer kirsalda diyalog kurmak istiyorsaniz ve niyetiniz gercekten bir seyler yapmaksa diyalog kurmak daha
kolay olabiliyor” Gindogdu, “yeni kirsal balon mu degil mi” sorusunu ise soyle yanitladi: “Eger yeni kirsal
dedigimizde aklimiza hemen oradaki bir seyleri degistirebilecegimiz fikri geliyorsa bu bir balon. Oraya
gittiginizde yeni bir sey bulamayacaksiniz. Ama akliniza gelen, ‘bu yeni seyi yaratabilecek miyiz?’ sorusu ise
buna verecegimiz yanit balon degil olacak. Clinku yeni kirsali olusturmak mimkun.”

Approaching the concept of “neo-rural”, which is constantly evolving in terms of meaning and identity,
through the question “hype or not?”, this session addressed the implications of upper-middle-class migration
in rural areas and the various transformations occurring in these areas from different perspectives. In the
session moderated by Candan Tirkkan, ibrahim Emre Giindogdu talked about the relationship between

the city and the countryside and the practices formed around the concept of “neo-rural” based on his
architectural experiences.

Gundogdu said that rural areas have never been able to break away from the city, but urbanites who
move to the countryside and try to live their own reality experience new crises that they never expected,
adding: “If you want to have a dialog in the countryside and you really want to do something, it can be easier
to have a dialog.” Gundogdu answered the question “is neo-rural a hype or not” as follows: “If, when we say
neo-rural, we immediately think of the idea that we can change something there, this is a hype. You won'’t
find anything new when you go there. But, if the question that comes to your mind is, “Will we be able to
create this new thing”, the answer would be “Not Hype”, since it is possible to create neo-rural.”

Lost in Terminology:
Taboo Explorations of Urbanism
An entertaining journey was made between
language and city-related expressions with
the taboo game held at the City Library
within the scope of the City Workshop, with
representatives of universities, the public,
private sector, NGOs, and other different
institutions/organizations.

“How do we perceive words? Is the image
that comes to mind when we hear the word
“square” the same for an urban planner as
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it is for a child? Which words related to the
city have no equivalent in our language?

The game explored answers to these
questions, and the Taboo game was used to
contextualize urban concepts. Suggestions
were found for concepts that do not exist

in Turkish, concepts were interpreted along
with their counterparts in different languages,
and equivalents for concepts that have no
terminological counterpart were sought.

Beyond Fiction: Urban Sci-Fi

On the first day of MARUF23, the session
“Beyond Fiction: Urban Sci-Fi” brought
together writers, translators and academics
to explore the deep relationship between
science fiction and cities. The event focused
on how science fiction relates to the city, how
personal experiences and cultural factors
influence this relationship, and how it reflects
the role of cities in the future of human
societies.

Translating Crises for

crises and building community resilience.
This session, shaped by the experience of
Emergency and Disaster Interpreters, focused
on this critical issue.

During this session, the participants
shared their experiences on how interpreters
take on the task of building bridges
of assistance and communication by
overcoming language barriers in the midst of
crises. Participants Alev Bulut, Asli Takanay,
and Rana Kahraman Duru, academics,
translators and interpreters, focused on the
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role of translators and interpreters in times

of crisis, the challenges they face and the
strategies they have developed to overcome
these challenges.

A Talk on “Ghost Stories: The Carrier Bag
Theory of Architecture”
Sevince Bayrak and Oral Goktas, in their book
titled Hayalet Hikayeleri: Mimarligin Cuval
Teorisi (Ghost Stories: The Carrier Bag Theory
of Architecture), which was prepared as part
of the Venice Architecture Biennale Turkish
Pavilion Project, argue that unused structures
can be transformed from a new perspective.
According to this approach, unused
structures, instead of being demolished,
can be transformed into “laboratories of the
future”.

In the session organized with the aim
of deepening a new debate that the book
reveals in the field of architecture and urban
transformation, and revealing the story
of the neglected ones, Sevince Bayrak
and Oral Goktas shared their approach to
the transformation of unused structures
and discussed the potential impact of
this approach on urban regeneration and
architecture.

In the first session of the second day of
MARUF, experts examined the relationship
between governance and resilience
within the scope of the Deep Dive

mode. Questions such as which types of
governance are resilient and what can be
done to strengthen local democracy were
discussed.

Antonella Valmorbida gave examples
of how they examine governance work in
EU countries and described the work of
the ALDA, which brings together local and
regional administrations and associations.
Valmorbida stated that in conducting
studies in EU countries, they utilize the
concept of the European Neighborhood.
During fragility assessment studies within
this neighborhood, all issues arise at the
local municipal and other government
levels, especially during disaster periods.
She emphasized that these levels should
be the starting point for devising solutions.
Valmorbida also emphasized that in the
current era, we are confronted with multiple
fragilities. She highlighted the need to
promote a governance approach, as
it's not feasible to address these issues
individually.

Jordi Vaquer, one of the speakers,
focused on post-shock measures.
Expressing his sorrow about the February 6
earthquake, Vaquer explained what should
be done after such natural disasters. “The
most effective way to combat fragility can be
through a more institutionalized approach
within municipalities,” Vaquer said, adding

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that people only realize their fragilities when
a crisis occurs. Speaking about 3 methods
of dealing with fragility, Vaquer said that

the most important one is the collaboration
among the NGOs, public institutions, and
private sector actors to distribute the
burden.

Savas Zafer Sahin stated that he started
to approach the concept of governance
differently after the experiences they gained
from the Maras earthquake on February 6
and added as follows: “While the concept
of governance used to be perceived as
a concept related to power, today it has
emerged as a flow, which you cannot direct,
rather you have to let yourself go with it.

Stephan Visser pointed out that local
governments play a very important role in
all phases from initial disaster management
to recovery, and drew attention to the
cumbersomeness of the fact that in
institutions where there is no governance
during disaster periods, each level of
management intervenes in different issues.
The policy analyst said that to overcome the
governance problem in local governments,
it is crucial to ensure public participation
in decision-making processes. He also
emphasized the need for decision-making
mechanisms in local governments that
involve the participation of NGOs, social
economy actors, academia, and the public
to build capacity. Visser also highlighted the
importance of introducing accountability
measures to enhance transparency within
these mechanisms.

Within the scope of Dialogue Marmara
sessions, Mayors of the Marmara Region
talked about the resilience policies
implemented in the region. They focused
on the importance of inter-municipal
collaboration culture and the role of regional
coordination in enhancing resilience.

In the session moderated by Tahir
Buytkakin, President of Marmara
Municipalities Union & Mayor of Kocaeli
Metropolitan Municipality, the first speech
was made by Alinur Aktas, Mayor of Bursa
Metropolitan Municipality. Aktas stated that
he advises young people aspiring to become
mayors in the future to focus their studies
on climate change and earthquake issues,
especially at a time when global challenges
like climate change and natural disasters
are on the rise. He emphasized that in order
to make the city resilient, it is necessary to
realize 3 steps including physical resilience,
economic resilience, and social resilience.

The second speaker of the session,
Ekrem Yice, Mayor of Sakarya, pointed out
that after the pandemic, another activity
that municipalities should do has emerged.
Gathering these activities under the umbrella
of “activities aimed at increasing the income
level of citizens”, Ylice provided information

about one of them, namely agricultural
activities, that they have been focusing on.

Dr. Hasan Akgtin, Mayor of
Blyukcekmece presented examples of the
works they rapidly realized in their region
after the 1999 earthquake. Akgtin stated that
they started to work immediately after the
1999 earthquake, by examining the building
stock in Blytk¢ekmece and said that they
have transformed 48 thousand houses so
far. Referring to their preparations for the
expected Istanbul earthquake, Akgun stated
that they started to build prefabricated houses
made of light steel between 30 m? and 50 m?.

Melek Mizrak Subasl, Deputy Mayor of
Bilecik stated that the question of what action
and measures can be taken in cities should
be answered based on the specific dynamics
of each region. Stating that they signed
protocols with the chamber of architects
and chambers of civil engineers for the
new construction zones in Bilecik, Subasi
emphasized that the most important aspect
during the implementation of these projects
is to ensure that they are carried out without
being exploited for profit.

Hasan Tahsin Usta, Mayor of
Gaziosmanpasa, who stated that they are
trying to carry out a very challenging process
as mayors in Istanbul, said: “We are obliged
to live together in our cities and we have
to work together.” Stating that earthquake
is the biggest problem of our country,

Usta mentioned that there is only one
solution for this, and that is a holistic urban
transformation.

M. Mustafa Ozacar, Mayor of Gelibolu
began his speech as follows; “In our country,
we look for solutions as the problem
approaches. But we have seen again that
this is not enough.” Ozacar also emphasized
that urban transformation should extend
to the infrastructure, as renewing only the
superstructures would not be sufficient. He
also added that, in the event of major crises,
there should be plans in place to overcome
problems, especially related to food.

Mehmet Ergin Turan, Mayor of Fatih
stated that there is a tendency to interpret
everything negatively in Turkiye and said:
“Everyone has their own specific conditions
in their regions, but the fundamental issue in
Tirkiye is not a lack of knowledge but a lack
of capital. We can only overcome this in time.”

Cemal Talug ise 1945 BM kurulusu ile baslayan sirecten buglne, varigimizi devam ettirmenin
vazgecilemez ve ertelenemez ihtiyaclarindan biri olan “gida hakki” ile ilgili ylzlerce calisma yapilmis olsa
da “Sifir A¢lik Hedefi"nin hala sadece bir hedef olarak kaldiginin altini ¢izdi. Konugmacilar diinyada yeterli
Uretimin ve esit paylasimin olmasi gerektigi ve bunu saglamanin yolunun da adil, demokratik, seffaf ve
sorumluluk iceren bir mekanizmayla gidanin yerellesmesini saglamaktan gectigi fikrinde birlestiler.

Participation: Hype or Not?

“Balon mu Degil mi?” oturumlari kapsaminda, toplumsal degisimi saglamada
aktif ve dogru katilimciigin éneminin konusuldugu etkinlikte konusmacilar

ilk bolumde kapsayicilik, hakkaniyet ve gug dinamiklerini ele aldilar. Burak

Pak’in “Gl¢ dinamikleri toplumsal dinamiklerle nasil i¢ ice gegmistir” sorusuna
verdigi yanitta Tulin Hadi, karar verme sorumlulugunun tek bir kisinin elinde
olmamasi, herkesin karar verme mekanizmalarina katilma sorumlulugunu almasi
gerektigine dikkat ¢ekti. “Etkili katihmin” ancak slreg igerisinde bir takim unsurlar
gergeklestirdikten sonra mimkun olabilecegini belirten Hadi, katiim sirecinin
muhakkak egitsel bir stireci de icermesi gerektigini sdyledi. Nico Carpentier,
“Anlamli katim nedir manipdlatif katlimdan nasil vazgecebiliriz?” sorusunu
yanitlarken, katiimciligin belli bir dlisinceyi empoze etmeye calismamasi, aksine
farkl dusuinceleri uzlastirmaya calismasi gerektigine dikkat ¢ekti. Katilim stirecini
tarif eden farkl kuramlar olduguna dikkat ceken Carpentier, “katilim” meselesinin
Ozinde bir gli¢ paylasimi oldugunu soyledi.

Within the scope of “Urban Basics” held on the very first day of MARUF23, Cemal Talug and Hilal Elver
discussed the “Right to Food” from the perspective of inclusion, ethics, and accessibility. Participants
had the chance to refresh their memories about the progress made on the “Right to Food” from the
past to the present, while also having an idea about what needs to be done to protect the “Right to
Food” as a part of urban life today and in the future.

Hilal Elver, who served as the UN Special Rapporteur on the Right to Food for two terms, said that
although it is a fundamental human right protected by international law through the 1948 United Nations
Universal Declaration of Human Rights, it is still not equated in status with political rights, especially in
western countries, and therefore faces serious risks, mentioning the inequalities in the “Right to Food”.

Cemal Talug underlined that even though hundreds of studies have been carried out on the
“Right to Food”, which is one of the indispensable and irrecusable needs of our existence, since
the establishment of the UN in 1945, the “Zero Hunger Goal” still remains only a goal. The speakers
agreed that there should be sufficient production and equal sharing in the world, and that the way to
achieve this is to ensure the localization of food through a fair, democratic, transparent and responsible
mechanism.

Within the scope of the “Hype or Not?” sessions, this event involved discussions
about the importance of active and correct participation in achieving social
change. In the first part of the event, the speakers discussed inclusion, equity
and power dynamics. Tulin Hadi, in her response to Burak Pak’s question “How
are power dynamics intertwined with social dynamics?”, pointed out that the
responsibility for decision-making should not be in the hands of a single person,
and that everyone should take responsibility for participating in decision-making
mechanisms. Stating that “effective participation” can only be possible after
realizing a number of elements in the process, Hadi said that the participation
process should definitely include an educational process. When answering the
question “What is meaningful participation and how can we avoid manipulative
participation?”, Nico Carpentier pointed out that participation should not try to
impose a certain idea, but rather try to reconcile different ideas. Noting that
there are different theories describing the participation process, Carpentier said
that “participation” is essentially a power-sharing issue.

to customize more inclusive programs.
Addressing affordable space supply, the
digital era brings forth solutions like digital
fabrication, modular construction, and other
Industry 4.0 innovations. Also, the idea of
inclusive maker spaces can make a big
difference for local communities.

taking into account the advantages and
disadvantages of the city’s structure, in
your opinion, what is the current state

of the strength and capacity of recycling
practices? Which stages do you see as
critical for Istanbul in expanding recycling
practices? In particular, what role can
local administrations (mukhtars, district
governorships, etc.) play in these stages?
In line with the Zero Waste Regulation, each
district municipality carries on its activities for
the separate collection of recyclable waste
at source according to the infrastructure,
geographical and demographic structure of
the districts. To increase recycling rates in
Istanbul, the focus is on separate collection,
recycling and recovery of packaging waste,
biodegradable waste and other wastes at
source.

Istanbul Metropolitan Municipality
(IBB) has started collecting food and
catering waste with particular protocols
to manage biodegradable waste, which
is critical in reducing and recovering
waste. These wastes are converted into
biogas and fertilizer at the Kemerburgaz
Biomethanization Plant, which became
operational at the end of 2021 on the
European side of Istanbul.

The deposit system developed by the
Ministry of Environment, Urbanization and
Climate Change is expected to reduce
waste and accelerate recycling. Both local
administrations, and the private sector and
NGOs should be encouraged to prefer
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Inclusive cities celebrate and embrace
diversity. To achieve this, how can active
community engagement and participation
of diverse groups be encouraged? This
can’t merely be a superficial change, but a
deep-rooted commitment. To ensure this,
raising awareness about the importance
of inclusion is crucial. By providing
governance officials with courses, training,
and consistent feedback-made possible
through monitoring—we can enable

a process of reflection and continual
improvement. Another tangible step would
be to ensure diversity in governance itself.
By employing individuals from varied
backgrounds in pivotal roles, we can
guarantee better representation and, by
extension, more inclusive decisions. Lastly,
establishing community advisory boards is
a practical approach to ensure continuous
feedback.

environmentally friendly products instead of
disposable products.

I would like to ask a question in the same
context. When we look at the public
debates surrounding recycling practices,
we can encounter various dilemmas.

For example, when individuals consider
the role of companies in increasing
carbon emissions, they may come to the
conclusion that civic efforts like recycling
are meaningless. How do you evaluate
these arguments? How can city-dwellers
be encouraged, persuaded, or motivated
to take personal responsibility?

When we look at Istanbul’s greenhouse
gas emission inventory, we see that the
largest share is in the stationary energy
sector with 64 percent. It is followed by
the transportation sector with 28 percent,
and the waste sector with 8 percent.
Therefore, recycling and recovery of waste
is of great importance in terms of reducing
greenhouse gas emissions.

At the end of the day, companies are also
formed by individuals. Therefore, individuals
should contribute to greening the city by
preventing waste generation at source,
sorting and recycling waste, being economical
in resource use, reducing environmental
emissions, and using energy efficiently.
Composting organic waste from households
and using this compost on balconies and in
gardens is an important example in this regard.

Furthermore, the recent implementation
of a deposit system by the Ministry of
Environment, Urbanization, and Climate
Change will create an effective incentive
mechanism for citizens to reduce and
recycle waste.

As part of MARUF23’s “Urban Basics”
sessions, renowned philosopher loanna
Kucuradi delivered a talk on “Localization
of Human Rights”. Drawing attention to
the critical role of local governments
in the protection of human rights and
the dissemination and development of
rights-based approaches, Kucuradi started
her speech by underlining the lack of
information on what human rights are.
Kucuradi discussed the concept of
human rights under two headings, direct
and indirect rights, and said “Perhaps the
greatest achievement of the 20th century is
the prominence of the idea of human rights.
However, with the popularization of this idea
towards the end of the century, the concept

started to become hollow. Today, there is talk
of human rights everywhere, but what exactly

these rights mean, and more importantly
what they are, is not fully understood.”
Kucuradi also made suggestions for
adopting a more fair and human rights
sensitive approach in cities. Emphasizing
that municipalities and local governments
should primarily focus on education in the
localization of human rights, Kuguradi said
“Municipalities are expected to take the
necessary action to protect basic human
rights such as housing and education
in local conditions. It is essential that
municipal employees, regardless of their
positions, receive proper training so
that they can see the link between their
profession and human rights.”

approach that criticizes anthropocentrism.

Forumun ikinci giintinde Hizli Bakis kapsaminda gergeklestirilen Hey Yapay Zeka! Bu Sehri Planla
baslikli oturumda yapay zeka ve makine 6grenmesi teknolojilerinin kent yonetimi, belediye hizmetlerinin
optimizasyonu, iklim degisikligi ile miicadele gibi alanlarda kullanimina kisaca degdinildi. Marmara
Belediyeler Birligi Egitim ve Projeler Uzmani Selim Pulcu’nun moderasyonunu tstlendigi oturumda
Hamburg Universitesi Sehir Bilimi Laboratuvari Akademik Lideri Sophie Naue konusmaci olarak yer aldi.

Yapay zeka (Al) teknolojisinin ChatGPT, Dall-E gibi uygulamalarin kullaniimaya baslamasiyla birlikte
son bir yilda daha da popller hale geldigini belirten Pulcu, MARUF’a hazirlanirken de yapay zekadan
cok faydalandiklarini belirtti. Pulcu, teknolojinin artik sehir planlamanin ¢esitli alanlarinda da kullaniimaya
basladigini ifade ederek s6zU Sehir Bilimi Laboratuvari UNITAC'dan Sophie Naue’ya verdi.

Ozellikle proje gelistirme alaninda uzmanlasmis olan Naue dncelikle, Birlesmis Milletler insan Yerlesimleri
Programi (UN-Habitat), Birlesmis Milletler Bilgi ve iletisim Teknolojileri Ofisi (OICT) ve HafenCity Universitesi
ortakligi olan UNITAC nin halkin katilimi, mekansal analiz, haritalama, veri similasyonu ve gorsellestirme
konularinda yenilik¢i yaklasimlar ve dijital aracglar sagladigini belirtti. Ardindan sehir planlama calismalarini
gelistirmek Uzere uydu verilerini kullanarak bolge haritalarinin gikariimasi igin yapay zeka, makine 6grenmesi
teknolojilerini kullanma yontemlerinden bahsetti.

UNITAC'In yazilim ve uygulamalarinin acik kaynak olarak gelistirildigini belirten Naue, belediyelerin bu
uygulamalari intiyaglarina gére kullanabilecedini ancak bunun igin yapay zekanin beklenen giktilar agisindan
egitilmesi konusunun asil dnemli nokta oldugunu ve egitim stirecine yatinm yapilmasi gerektigini sdyleyerek
sozlerini sonlandirdr.

On the second day of the forum, within the scope of Quick Takes, the session titled “Hey All Plan This City”
briefly touched upon the use of artificial intelligence and machine learning technologies in areas such as
urban management, optimization of municipal services, and combating climate change. Hamburg University
Urban Science Laboratory Academic Leader Sophie Naue was the speaker in the session moderated by
Marmara Municipalities Union Education and Projects Specialist Selim Pulcu.

Stating that artificial intelligence (Al) technology has become even more popular in the last year with the
introduction of applications such as ChatGPT and Dall-E, Pulcu said that they made great use of Al while
preparing for MARUF. Pulcu stated that technology is now being used in various fields of urban planning and
gave the floor to Sophie Naue from City Science Lab, UNITAC.

Naue, who specializes in project development, first noted that UNITAC, a partnership between the
United Nations Human Settlements Programme (UN-Habitat), the United Nations Office of Information and
Communication Technologies (OICT) and HafenCity University, provides innovative approaches and digital
tools for public participation, spatial analysis, mapping, data simulation, and visualization. Then, she talked
about the methods of using artificial intelligence and machine learning technologies to map regions using
satellite data to improve urban planning studies.

Stating that UNITAC’s software and applications are developed as open source, Naue finished her
speech by saying that municipalities can use these applications according to their needs, but for this,
the most important point is to train artificial intelligence in terms of expected outputs, and this requires
investments.

“Kiresel duslin, yerel davran” yeni bir s6z degil, ancak 2015
yilindaki Giindem 2030 ve 2016’da ortaya ¢ikmaya baslayan Gonullu
Yerel Gozden Gegirme Raporlari ile bu s6z sadece bir s6z olmaktan
cikarak bir eylem cercevesi haline geldi!

Kentsel gelisim ve planlama, kalkinma tzerinde uzun
vadeli etkileri olan stratejik ve teknik uygulamalardir. Gelisimin
strdurdlebilir olmasi gerektigine dair farkindalik giderek artiyor. Bu
farkindalik 20. ylizyihn sonlarinda formile edildi ve 17 Sirdurilebilir
Kalkinma Hedefinden olusan Glindem 2030 ile kiiresel diizeyde
gliclii bir ivme kazand. insanlik olarak, bize yén veren hedefleri
yapabildigimiz kadariyla belirledik.

The emergence of Voluntary Local Reviews (VLR) reports provides
cities with an opportunity to assess their progress towards

the Sustainable Development Goals. How will VLRs shape

the trajectory of urban development and planning, and what
implications might this hold for broader sustainability initiatives?
“Think globally, act locally “is not a new saying, but with the Agenda
2030 from 2015 and subsequent Voluntary Local Reviews which
started appearing in 2016, this saying is not just a saying but a
framework for action!

Urban development and planning are both strategic and
technical practices with long-term implications on development.
Increasing number of people are realizing that development has to
be sustainable. That awareness was formulated at the end of the
20th century and it gained a strong push at the global level with
the Agenda 2030 which consists of 17 Sustainable Development
Goals. As humanity, we set the goals as we could, they are giving us
direction. But how did we set them? To what extent that process was
evidence-based? Was it a top-down or bottom-up process?

Who were the creators of the Agenda 2030 and does it respond
adequately to the needs of those who are the most vulnerable?

Voluntary local reviews might be an important part of the answer
to those questions They are monitoring territories at the local level to
assess the current state, to identify the trends and give direction for
the future.ln order to have a better

future we have to plan better. To plan better, we should base our
plans on evidence. Monitoring is the sequence of evidenced states
which show us the trend that can be shaped through planning.

The voluntary aspect of local reviews is very important because
they are not an obligation. They request considerable effort,
awareness and trust in them. They can serve as guiding documents
for planners among other policy makers. Their local aspect
contributes to the best use of the cultural and natural diversity.

Daha
birkag hafta dnce Fas ve Libya da dogal
afetlerden etkilendi. Yunanistan bu yaz
biylk yanginlar ve sel felaketleri yasadi.

Rusya’nin Ukrayna’ya karsi baslattigi
ve sayisiz insan haklar ve uluslararasi
hukuk ihlali iceren saldiri savasl, diinya
capinda gtivenlik, gida temini ve istikrara
yonelik blyik tehditler de dahil tim diinya
icin genis kapsamli insani, ekonomik ve
jeopolitik sonuglar dogurdu.

Dondurulmus veya yeni ortaya ¢ikan
birtakim bdlgesel itilaflar, uluslararasi
istikrar ve dayanismayi daha da zayiflatiyor.

Basta Yunanistan ve Polonya ve son
zamanlarda italya olmak tizere Avrupa
tlkelerini slirekli olarak rahatsiz eden go¢
akinlari, toplumlarin giderek daha fazla
kutuplasmasina yol acarak demokratik
sistemleri daha da zayif dislriyor ve
Avrupa birligini riske atiyor.

Bu da merkezi, bdlgesel ve yerel
yonetimlerin zorluklarla strdurilebilir
bir sekilde mucadele etmek ve kriz
durumlarinin olumsuz etkilerini azaltmak
icin cok diizeyli bir yonetisim sistemi icinde
sinerji ve muazzam bir koordinasyonla
hareket etmeleri gerektigi anlamina
geliyor.

Ayrica, ilgili tim taraflarin riskleri
onlemeye yonelik bir bakis acisi
gelistirmeye baslamasi saglanmali. Risk
boyutu stratejik planlamaya ve siyasi
kararlara sistematik olarak dahil edilmeli ve
toplum, zaman zaman yeni yonelimlere ve
zor kararlara yol agacak olan bu risklerin

varligindan haberdar edilmeli.

Hizmetlerimizi sunmayi ve her kosulda
vatandaslarimiza ve toplumsal bitiinltige
destek olmayi sirdirerek direnglilik ve
surdurdlebilirligi insa ediyor, toplumlarimizi
daha gli¢lt hale getiriyoruz.

Avrupa Konseyi Kongresi kentlerin
dayanikliliginin artirilmasi noktasinda
nerede duruyor?

Kongre, yerel ve bélgesel demokrasinin
kalitesini artirarak kentlerimizin ve
bdlgelerimizin gliclenmesine katkida
bulunuyor. Calismalarimiz, yerel
yonetimlerin haklarinin korunmasina
yOnelik standartlari belirleyen ve Avrupa
Konseyine Uye 46 Ulkenin bir dizi ilkeye
uymasini gerektiren Mahalli idareler
Avrupa Antlasmasina dayaniyor.

Ustelik bu referans metne sahip
olmakla kalmayip tye devletler
tarafindan nasil uygulandigini da izliyor
ve hikimetlere uygulamanin nasil
iyilestirilebilecegine dair tavsiyelerde
bulunuyoruz. Ayrica onlara tavsiyelerimize
uymalari konusunda destek sunuyoruz.
Bu tiir bir izleme sonrasi ziyaretinin 20
Kasim’da Turkiye’ye yapilmasi planlaniyor.

Krizlerle miicadelede yerel ve uluslararasi
is birligi ve dayanisma aglari ne kadar
6nemli?

Uluslararasi toplum igindekiler de dahil
olmak Uzere dayanigsma ve is birligi,
krizlerle karsi karsiya kalan direncli
topluluklarnn bir diger 6nemli yonudur.
Tirkiye’de deprem sonrasi dayanisma,
uluslararasi ve ulusal diizeyde oldugu
kadar yerel dlizeyde de varlk buldu.
Bircogumuzun afete miidahale konusunda
sizden 6grenebilecegi ¢cok sey var. Ancak
Tirkiye, Ust diizeyde sirdirilebilirlik ile
krizlerin Ustesinden gelerek gelecekteki
olasI depremlere ve diger dogal afetlere
daha dayanikl kentler insa etme
konusunda cesitli zorluklarla karsi karsiya.
Ornegin istanbul’da bu tiir olaylara karsi
mevcut yasam alaninin gic¢lendirilmesi, her
diizeyde dayanigsma ve is birligi gerektiren
buyuk zorluklardan biri.

Toplumlarin direncliligini daha da
glclendirmek icin belediyeler arasi, ulusal
ve uluslararasi dizeyde deneyimlerin ve iyi
uygulamalarin karsilastirilmasi, paylasiimasi
ve ¢ok tarafli is birligi aglarinin kurulmasi
gerekiyor.

In your perspective what are the major
current and forthcoming challenges
awaiting cities?

From my own perspective as the mayor
of a medium-sized city in Germany,
Sindelfingen, | would first like to stress that
all cities and towns had to face a series of
challenges over the past years:

We have all experienced the COVID-19
pandemic, with its numerous casualties and
its long-term consequences, first for our
economies and health systems, then also
on educational systems, social cohesion
and trust in democratic institutions.

Many of our countries are currently
experiencing devastating and traumatizing
natural disasters. Your own country, Turkiye,
has been severely hit by earthquakes in
February this year. Morocco and Libya were
affected by natural disasters only a couple
of weeks ago. Greece has suffered huge
fires and floods this summer.

The war of aggression started by Russia
against Ukraine with its numerous violations
of human rights and international law has
far-reaching humanitarian, economical
and geopolitical consequences for the
whole planet, including major threats on
worldwide security, food provision and
stability.

Several frozen or emerging regional
conflicts are further undermining
international stability and solidarity.

Migration flows are regularly
overwhelming European countries -
Greece, Poland or more recently ltaly
- which contribute to an increasing
polarisation of societies, further
undermining democratic systems and
putting European unity at risk.

Global consequences of climate
change will most certainly generate larger
migratory movements in the coming
decades, which our communities must be
prepared to face.

What kind of actions need to be taken to
build resilient communities against these
challenges?

Such challenges need to become a top
priority on the political agendas of our
nations and institutions.

They require both short term and long-
term responses and they affect all levels of
governance.

This means that central, regional and
local governments must act in synergy and
in the most coordinated manner, within
the system of multi-level governance, to
respond in a sustainable way and mitigate
the negative effects of crisis situations.

They must also ensure that all parties
involved start thinking about risks in a
preventive manner. The dimension of
risk must be systematically included into
strategic planning and political decisions,
and society as such must be made aware
of the existence of risks, sometimes
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leading to new orientations and difficult
decisions.

We, the elected representatives in
cities and regions, are at the frontline in
responding to the everyday needs and
expectations of our citizens. By maintaining
the delivery of services, the support to
citizens and the cohesion of the community
in all kinds of situations, we are building
resilience and sustainability— we are
making our communities stronger.

Where does the Congress of the Council
of Europe stand in building resilience of
the cities?

The congress contributes to strengthening
our cities and regions by increasing the
quality of local and regional democracy.
We are basing our work on the European
Charter of Local Self-Government, which
lays down standards for protecting the
rights of local authorities and requires the
46 member states of the Council of Europe
to comply with a number of principles.

We do not only have this reference text,
but we also monitor how it is implemented
by the member States and we provide
governments with recommendations on
how to improve its implementation. We also
offer them support in the complying with
our recommendations. A post-monitoring
visit of this type is scheduled to take place
in Turkiye on 20 November.

How crucial are local and international
collaboration and solidarity networks
when addressing crises?

Solidarity and cooperation, including within
the international community, are another
important aspect of resilient communities
facing crises.

In Turkiye, solidarity after the
earthquake has been international,
national but also local, and many of us
can certainly learn from your example in
disaster response. However, Turkiye is still
facing the challenges of crisis recovery in
the most sustainable manner, to rebuild
cities which stand stronger against future
earthquakes and other natural disasters.
Reinforcing the existing habitat against
any such events, in Istanbul for example, is
another huge challenge, where solidarity
and cooperation at all levels will be
necessary.

To further strengthen the resilience of
communities, it is necessary to compare
and exchange experiences and good
practices, both at inter-municipal, national,
and international level, and to build
networks of multilateral co-operation.

Moderatdr Melike Nur Ulsever'in, akilli sehri nasil tanimlarsiniz sorusuna yanit veren Raffaele Gareri,
“Akilli sehir denildiginde aklimiza ilk gelen teknoloji ile iliskilendiriimesi oluyor ama ben sehirle yasadigimiz
butin deneyimi dustnlnce insanlarin, paydaslarin ve kurumlarin hep beraber calisarak is birligi yapma
geregini anladiklari bir sistemi anliyorum.” dedi. Gareri, “Sehir ¢cok fazla teknolojiye dayanmadan da akilli
olabilir mi?” sorusunu ise soyle yanitladi: “Akilli sehirlerin sadece teknolojiye dayanan tek bilesenli bir sey
oldugunu dustinmiyorum. Ortak bir platformda dogru dengeyi bulmak énemli. BUtln ihtiyaclar ayni yone
dogru gitmeyebilir, bazi ihtiyaclar cakisabilir ya da ¢elisebilir o ylizden yonetisimi anlamak farkli ihtiyaclari notr
olarak dogru dengelemek gerekiyor.”

Felsefeci Sven Gerst, akilli sehirler konusunu baska bir perspektiften ele aldi. “Ben terimle ilgili sikinti
yaslyorum ¢inkU zaten bence sehirler akillidir” diyen Gerst, akilli sehir projelerinin bir noktada yanlis yerden
basladigini belirtti ve soyle ekledi: “Akilli sehir kavramini kullanirken sehirleri aslinda aptalmis gibi gostermis
oluyoruz. Akilli sehirleri yaratmamiz gerekiyor dedigimiz zaman topluluklarin organik gelisimine miidahale
etmis oluyoruz.

The session titled “Smart Cities: Hype or Not?” was very interactive and well attended. The session aimed
to address questions such as how to define a smart city, how to strike a balance between technological
applications and human needs and whether smart cities are a feasible concept or not.

In response to the moderator Melike Nur Ulsever’s question about how to define a smart city,

Raffaele Gareri said: “When we think of a smart city, the first thing that comes to mind is its association

with technology. However, when | consider the overall experience we have with the city, | see it as a

system where people, stakeholders, and institutions recognize the importance of working together and
collaborating.” Gareri responded to the question “Can a city be smart without relying heavily on technology?”
by saying: “I don’t believe smart cities are a one-component thing that solely relies on technology. It is
important to find the right balance on a common platform. Not all needs may align in the same direction;
some needs may overlap or contradict each other. So, understanding governance requires balancing
different needs neutrally.”

Philosopher Sven Gerst approached the topic of smart cities from a different perspective. “I have trouble
with the term because | think cities are already smart,” Gerst said, adding that smart city projects started from
the wrong place at some point: “When we use the term smart city, we actually make cities look dumb. When
we say we need to create smart cities, we are interfering with the organic development of communities.
Smart cities should not tell communities, “We are developing you,” but should rather receive feedback on
what they are doing.”

Kentleri ben bir organizma olarak disiinme egdilimindeyim; akli, bedeni ve
ruhu olan canh bir varlik.

vermek Uzere var. Mahalli musterekligi var eden de o kentin sakinlerinin
ortaklasmasi. Medeniyet dedigimiz de iste o ortaklikta yatiyor. Kisacasi kent
medeniyet demek, medeni insanlarin insa ettigi hemsehrilik hukuku da o
kentlerin ruhu demek.

Fakat, yasadigimiz kentlerin 6l¢egi ve cesitliligi bu hukukun
kendiliginden tesisini cok zorlastiriyor. Hemsehri musterekligini
filizlendirmek icin Uzerimize diisen sorumluluklar var. Burada kilttir
politikalarini disiinmeye basliyoruz. Yasadigimiz kentin mazisini, kadim ve
guincel degerlerini, kenti paylastigimiz diger insanlari, taniyarak o kilttriin
bir parcasi olup, o kultirt gelistirebiliriz. Tanisma da okullarla, kitaplarla,
derslerle olmaz, giindelik hayatin pratikleri, daha da 6nemlisi rittelleri
ile yani karsilagarak, bulusarak, konusarak, birlikte eylerek, oynayarak,
soyleyerek, dans ederek olur.

In this context, why is it
important for local voices to have a say in cultural policies?

| tend to conceive of cities as an organism, a living being with a mind, body,
and soul. The body of a city consists of its infrastructure, superstructure, and
built environment, that is, the spaces where we live, work, and socialize.
And, there is a mind that designs, realizes, and manages this physical

reality. | would say consider the municipality as the mind, but unfortunately,
throughout Turkiye, this mind is rather personalized in the person of the
mayor. Finally, | think we can find the soul of the city in fellow-townsmenship.
Since the first municipal law in 1930, this spirit can be seen in our laws as the
fellow-townsmenship law. Because local governments exist to respond to
local common needs. It is the collaboration of the inhabitants of that city that
creates local commonization. So-called civilization lies in that collaboration.
In short, the city means civilization, and the fellow-townsmenship law built by
civilized people means the soul of those cities.

However, the scale and diversity of the cities we live in make it very
difficult to establish this law by itself. We have responsibilities to sprout the
commonality of fellow citizens. This is where we start thinking about cultural
policies. By getting to know the past, ancient, and current values of the city
we live in, and the other people we share the city with, we can become a
part of that culture and develop that culture. And acquaintance does not
happen through schools, books and classes, but through the practices, and
more importantly the rituals of daily life, that is, by meeting, talking, acting
together, playing, singing, and dancing. These aesthetic associations that
emerge through culture and art create civilization. Since the exclusion
of some voices from this unity would create a situation that violates the
commonality, a cultural policy that encompasses all components of the city is
crucial. This is why inclusive policies are critical.

Marmara Urban Forum’un Uglinciisti olan MARUF23 aslinda Yerel Yonetim
Birliklerinin sehirlerin daha direncli olmasini desteklemek icin neler
yapabileceginin gtizel bir 6rnegi. Dayanikllik konusu, alanda deneyimli
profesorlerin akademik bakis agisiyla, gelismis sehirlerdeki iyi uygulamalara
bakmanin yani sira, konuyla ilgili bilgi birikimi olan uluslararasi kuruluglardan
ogrenme ve hatta doktora adaylari ve vatandaslar gibi geng nesillerden
gelen yenilikleri gozlemleme gibi farkli agilardan irdelendi. Bu, sehirlerin
anlasiimasinda dayaniklihdi daha iyi anlamalarina yardimci olmanin ve
eylemlerini ve kaynaklarini daha iyi planlama ve dnceliklendirme konusunda
onlara ilham vermenin en iyi yoludur. NALAS, MARUF’un bir parcasi
olmaktan gurur duymakta ve Glineydogu Avrupa’daki 12 ekonomideki
Uyelerimize bir dizi takip faaliyeti ve ag olusturma firsati sunuyoruz. Biraz
bahsetmek gerekirse, konuyu NALAS Enerji ve iklim Eylemi, Akilli Sehirler
ve Dijitallesme ve Calisma Grubu, politika dnerileri Greten ve Kapasite
Gelistirme tedbirlerini gelistiren diger NALAS yapilarinin daha sonraki
calismalarina entegre etmeyi planliyoruz. Ayni zamanda NALAS E-Akademi
bu bilgi birikiminin, NALAS lyelik tabaninin erisimindeki 5000 yerel yonetim
biriminin tim icin mevcut resmi egitim mifredati seklini aldigi yerdir.

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How do you see the role of local government associations in
strengthening the capacities of cities to become resilient? Additionally,
Marmara Municipalities Union has been an active member of NALAS
since 2008 and NALAS has significantly contributed to the organization
of MARUF since the first forum held in 2019. Could you share your
opinions on the implications of MARUF on local governments and
particularly on your members in the South-East Europe? What are the
most valuable take-aways of MARUF23 for you?

The third edition of MARUF23 is actually a good example of what the Local
Government Associations can do to support cities to become more resilient.
The topic of resilience was scrutinized from different angles, from academic
perspective of seasoned professors in the field, into looking at best practices
of advanced cities, as well as learning from international organizations who
accumulate knowledge in the topic, or even observing innovations which
come from young generations such as PhD candidates and citizens. This

is the best way to help cities better understand what resilience means and
inspire them to do better planning and prioritization of their actions and
resources. NALAS has been proudly involved in MARUF and we bring back a
number of follow up actions and networking opportunities to our members in
12 economies in South East Europe. Just to mention few, we plan to integrate
the topic into the further work of NALAS Task Forces on Energy and Climate
action, the Task Force on Smart Cities and Digitalization and other NALAS
structures which produce policy recommendations and develop Capacity
Development measures. NALAS e-Academy is also the place where this
knowledge takes the shape of formal training curricula available for all 5000
Local Government units which are in the reach of the NALAS membership
base.

Turkiye’de 6zellikle gida ve yemek Uizerine calismalar yapan Sosyolog Zafer Yenal,
Tirkiye’de degismeyen tek insani hareketin kentlesme oldugunu, kdyle kent arasindaki iliskinin Trkiye’de
yeni bir sey olmadigini sdyledi. Yenal, verdidi ilging bir 6rnekle bitlin salonu sasirtti. Dinyada fasulye
Uretiminde ilk 3'te olan Turkiye’'de fasulye fiyatlarinda yasanan artisin tarimdaki teknoloji kullanimin azhigi

gibi tarimla ilgili birgok faktdrtin yaninda, bunlardan daha ¢ok ntifusun yaslanmasiyla ilgili oldugunu yaptiklari
arastirmalarda gorduklerini dile getirdi.

On the third day of MARUF23, this “Quick Takes” session focused on Turkiye’s changing demographics,
migration movements and the political, economic, and cultural impacts of these processes on both urban
and rural areas. Sociologist Zafer Yenal, who especially works on food and nutrition in Turkiye, said that the
only human movement that has not changed in Turkiye is urbanization, and that the relationship between
the village and the city is nothing new in Turkiye. Yenal surprised the whole audience with an interesting
example. He stated that the increase in bean prices in Turkiye, which ranks in the top 3 in global bean
production, is associated with the aging of the population, as well as various agriculture-related factors,
including the limited use of technology in agriculture.

Vatandas katilimi sadece bilgi paylasimi degil, toplumu glc¢lendirmekle
ilgilidir. iklim degisikligi sistemsel bir meseledir ve herkes tarafindan ele
alinmalidir. En uygun yaklasimin, paydaslarin bir araya gelerek cesitli

iklim senaryolarini tartistiklari ve bu senaryolara iliskin bilimsel kanitlarin
sunuldugu is birligine dayali bir platform olusturmak olduguna inaniyorum.
Ancak o zaman fizibilite, risk azaltma, dekarbonizasyon etkisi, verimlilik ve
hatta yesil ekonomi hizmetlerinin/irlinlerinin tanitimina dayali olarak, etkisi
ongorulebilen bir dizi eylemi birlikte olusturabiliriz.

Son 5 yilda 40’tan fazla iklim degisikligi eylemini hayata geciren
Cascais sehri, son derece kiymetli bilgi ve deneyimler kazandi. iklim
degisikligi azaltim eylem planlarinin gelistiriimesi ve uygulanmasinin ilk
asamalarinda sehirlere ne gibi tavsiyelerde bulunulabilir?

Sireclerini baslatan sehirlere verebilecegim en iyi tavsiye, en basindan
itibaren hem politikalarini hem de eylemlerini kendi topluluklariyla

birlikte belirlemeleridir. Paydas ve vatandas katilimi, yeni ¢ézimlerin
benimsenmesini hizlandinr ve politikayl erken benimseyenler veya politika
uygulamasinin ilk asamalari icin riskleri azaltir. Bu diyalog, ttim enerji
dontsumi ve karbonsuzlastirma sirecleri boyunca sirdurilen bir iletisim
agi olmasini saglar. Gii¢lu bir katihmer kimlige sahip bir stirecte karar
vericiler bile kendilerini daha glivende hissedeceklerdir.

Uyum agisindan, capraz faydalar dikkate alinmali ve incelenmelidir;
bu, eylemlerin yalnizca iklim dayanikhgina katkida bulunmakla kalmayip,
ayni zamanda kucuk degisikliklerle vatandaslar ve onlarin yasam kaliteleri
icin baska hizmetler de saglayabilecedi anlamina gelir. Yenilik yapmak igin
kendinize giivenin!

Local governments play a vital role in addressing climate change and
building resilient cities. In this context, how can they effectively engage
various stakeholders in their action plans, fostering environmental
awareness and involving them in decision-making processes?

Citizen engagement is not just about sharing information, it is about
empowering the community. Climate change is a systemic issue and must
be addressed by everyone. | believe the optimal approach is to establish
a collaborative platform where stakeholders convene to discuss and are
presented with scientific evidence about various climate scenarios. Only
then, we can jointly create a set of actions with foreseen impact based on
feasibility, risk reduction, decarbonization impact, efficiency and even the
promotion of the green economy services/products.

The city of Cascais, having implemented over 40 climate change actions
in the past 5 years, has gained valuable knowledge and experience.
What advice can be offered to cities in the early stages of developing and
implementing climate change mitigation action plans?

The best advice | can give to cities which are starting their processes is

to engage and co create both your policies and actions with your local
community, right from the start. Stakeholder and citizen engagement
accelerates the uptake of new solutions and reduces the risks for early
adopter or early stages of policy implementation. This dialogue ensures

a communication gateway is sustained during all processes of the energy
transition and decarbonization. Even decision makers will feel more
confident from a process which has a strong participatory identity.

Within the framework of MARUF23,
October 7th World Metropolitan Day was
celebrated with the program titled “Beyond
Urban: How Nature Can Transform
Metropolises” at the Hilton Istanbul
Bosphorus Hotel. World Metropolitan Day,
organized this year with the theme “The
Power of Nature in Our Metropolises”,
featured sessions on nature-based
solutions with the participation of local
leaders from all over the world. In this
context, calls of UN-Habitat and Metropolis
for governance mechanisms at all levels to
embrace the metropolis vision and ensure
that cities function as places that promote
people’s quality of life even beyond their
borders were accepted.

During the event which was mainly
focused on “What if we could use nature
as a source of inspiration and innovation to
solve these problems?” the threats posed
by climate change, natural disasters, and
environmental inequalities in metropolises
were highlighted. Participants shared their
visions for building resilient, sustainable,
and inclusive cities through nature-based
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solutions and emphasized the need to
promote local, national, and international
exchange of knowledge and experience.

Opening Session

World Metropolitan Day moderated by
Jordi Vaquer started with the opening
speeches of Claudia Lopez Hernandez,
Dr. Hasan Akgln, and Dr. Hasan Aydinlik.
Two mayors from two different parts

of the world, Hernandez and Akgun
agreed that the current state of the world
imposed a great amount of responsibility
on metropolitan municipalities in
maintaining the resilience of cities
against changing conditions and that
metropolitan municipalities should receive
a greater share of funding to realize this
responsibility. Aydinlik joined the mayors
on the issue of increasing the share of
central financing that municipalities should
receive from the central government,
stating that the well-being of the world is
deteriorating and that local governments
should start thinking globally while doing
the work to fix it.

regional approach to address challenges.
The session highlighted strategies

for reshaping cities and establishing
stronger bonds with the rural to enhance
environmental sustainability and minimize
adverse ecological impacts.

Hernandez, Bogota’s first female mayor,
answered Contin’s question on “Whether
the new approach to nature-based solutions
could be used to take certain social actions”
by emphasizing that each metropolitan
solution must be addressed in an order.
Remarking that the solution must first focus
on the people, Lopez demonstrated how
they have turned Bogota into a caring city.
Placing democracy in second place, Lopez
said that issues related to nature, including
hunger, the global climate crisis, and the
food crisis, could only be solved by taking
collective action around the first two focal
points.

Noting that it is a fairly new concept to
do digital politics at the metropolitan level,
Elisenda Alamany, the second speaker
said: “New things do not develop when you
constantly produce the same policies.”"We
need to develop new ways and new policies
in parallel with the changing needs. In order
to do this, we need to include all social
actors in this work.”

Answering the question on what we
could learn from Ramallah, which has shown
great resilience, Issa Kassis explained the
projects they implemented to increase the
resilience of women and youth that make
up the majority of the population, to ensure
the resilience of their city. Noting that 75
percent of their team consisted of women,
Kassis drew attention to the need to expand
natural areas in order to build the resilience
of the city after the pandemic.

Metropolis as a Regional Solution to
Urban Problems

In the session moderated by Rafael Forero,
the unique characteristics and needs

of cities from different continents were
highlighted through their experiences

to discuss how this diversity could be
turned into an advantage against urban
challenges. The critical role of metropolitan
governance in aligning policies and actions
across different levels and sectors of cities
was highlighted, underlining the diverse
needs created by regional diversity to
ensure that all residents benefit from
metropolization.

The discussions started with an
introduction by Rafael Forero, the panel
moderator acting as a Policy, Governance,
and Metropolitan Cities Specialist at UN-
Habitat. Forero initially talked about the
transformation the pandemic has caused
in terms of urbanization through the topics
discussed in the first panel of the day
and noted that it has reminded us of the
importance of cooperation.

Officials from the municipalities
of Sdo Paulo, Dhaka, and Gaza came
together in the second panel to talk about
the metropolitan governance in their
cities, the systems that enable them to
coordinate policies and actions between
different levels and sectors, and how
they have built these systems, by giving
examples of solutions. As a common
point, these examples of solutions were
inclusive projects that took into account
the diversity of these regions and they
managed to enhance the urban life in
question.

Ana Cristina Wanzeler was the first
panelist to take the floor in this context
to state that they worked in cooperation
with all local governments in Sao Paulo,
and executed voluntary work with the
goal of sustainable development, and she
underlined the importance of competence in
the governance system.

Ulusal dlizeyde otoriterligi
dislayarak hesap vermeyi esas alan, yerel
demokrasiyi, katilimciligi esas alan ve
hesap vermeye dayali bir ulusal yonetim
sistemi kurmak zorundayiz. Uluslararasi
dizlemde baktigimizda ¢ok giizel s6zlerin
yorgunu oldugumuzu soyleyebiliriz. Bireysel
duzlemden kuresel diizleme kadar yeni ve
aclk demokratik bir sistem insa etmemizin
zamani geldi.”
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Noting that 30 million people lived
in their city, Taufig Zahidur Rahman from
Dhaka North Municipality drew attention to
the difficulties they faced due to the dense
population. Rahman noted that Bangladesh
was experiencing NGO-based growth driven
by the private sector and that municipalities
aimed to maintain harmony between them.

Yahya R. A. Alsarraj took the floor after
Rahman to note that water and waste
management were the biggest challenges
in terms of offering services in Gaza, an
ancient city that was constantly home to
struggles for life. Alsarraj further highlighted
that the locals did not consider the
municipality as a friend in the past and that
they had to fight long and hard to change
this perception.

The panel ended with a discussion on
potential solutions for the challenges of
bringing together authorities from different
sectors and the ways to find more funding in
this respect.

Global Perspectives
In the “Global Perspectives” session
moderated by Laura Valdés Cano,
metropolitan leaders shared their
perspectives on the topics discussed in the
previous panels and their experiences on
how they are leading their communities in a
changing world. Remarking that the global
boiling era has intersections for all of us,
Cano asked the participants how climate
change has modified the perception of
management and what kind of services
should be provided to people from a climate
change-based perspective.

Remarking that local governments
have strong bonds with society, Claudia
Lopez Herndndez suggested a humble
and family-based approach to democratic
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governance, rather than inter-institutional
political struggle. Taufig Zahidur Rahman
emphasized private-public cooperation and
nature-based solutions; while Yahya R. A.
Alsarraj highlighted “Collaboration between
all stakeholders and individual awareness”
as the key solutions. Wanzeler took the
floor after Alsarraj to address the importance
of participation and inclusion. Following
Wanzeler, who noted that Sao Paolo has
now reached the highest number of female
executives in history, with the increasing
representation of black people, Alamany
emphasized that the green agenda must
also be a social agenda with the goal for
“Cities where happy, and hopeful people
live”. “We must work together, showing
respect to nature and not exclude anyone,”
Kassis concluded.

Evaluation

Taking the stage to deliver the closing
speech, Jordi Vaquer said: “We don’t have
time to repeat the mistakes of the past. We
have to change the way metropolises are
governed,” he said, handing the stage over
to Cemil Arslan.

Commenting on MARUF23, Arslan said:

“As individuals, we need to learn that we
are a part of nature, we do not own it.
Municipalities, on the other hand, should
establish an open system based on the
consent of citizens. We elect officials not to
shape our lives, but to provide us with better
public services. As nationalities, we have

to establish a national governance system
based on accountability, local democracy
and participation, excluding authoritarianism.
We can say that we are tired of nice words
globally. It is time for us to build a new and
open democratic system, from the individual
to the global level”

INVITING NATURE BACK TO URBAN

Diinya Biiyiiksehirler Giinii, kentlerin
gelecegini 6zellikle dayaniklilik ve
yasanabilirlik bakimindan yeniden
diisiinmeye sevk ediyor. Bu yil
istanbul’da Marmara Belediyeler
Birligi ev sahipliginde kutlaniyor.
Biiyliksehirler ve kentsel aglar, kiiresel
koruma galismalarina ne gibi katkilarda
bulunabilir ve kentsel alanlara dogayi
nasil geri getirebilir? MARUF gibi
etkinlikler, siirdiiriilebilir kalkinma ve
iklim dayanikhiliginin 6nemi hakkinda
farkindalik yaratabilir mi?
Bilindigi Uizere, sehirleri doganin bir
antitezi olarak dusunuriz. Sadece iklim
degisikligi degil ayni zamanda kitlesel
yok olus, plastik kirliligi, su azalmasi
ve daha bir¢oklarini kapsayan mevcut
cevre krizi, basta sehir yasami olmak
Uzere hicbir seyin dogadan izole bir
sekilde var olmadigini gostermektedir.
Bu gercedin farkina varmamiz, bizleri
sehir yasamini bastan sona yeniden
dislinmeye zorlamaktadir. Sehirleri dogal
cevrelerinden ayrilarmis gibi tasarlayip
yonetmek yerine, cevrelerindeki su,
toprak, hava, ekolojik topluluklar, hayvan
go¢ yollar, biyocgesitlilik ve dahasiyla olan
etkilesimlerini yeniden yapilandirarak,
bu etkilesimi stirdlrilebilir ve pozitif bir
donguye donustirmemiz gerekmektedir.
Bunu gergeklestirmenin en iyi
yollarindan biri de dogayi kentsel alanlara
ve kent ¢evresine tekrar buyur etmektir.
Mesela, su yollari ve sulak alanlar gibi
arazinin orijinal 6zelliklerinden bazilarini
eski haline getirebilir ve canlilari sehir
peyzajinin ayrilmaz unsurlari olarak
yeniden kentlere kazandirabiliriz. Blylik
agaclardan kli¢lik tozlayicilara kadar
bu canlilarin tiimd, ekolojik dengenin
tekrar saglanmasinda ve herkesin
yasam Kkalitesinin iyilestiriimesinde is
birligi yapar. Boylelikle, Diinya’daki CO2
emisyonlarinin %70’inden fazlasindan ve
diger cevre sorunlarinin daha da yuksek
bir ylizdesinden sorumlu sehirler, kiiresel
¢6zUmin bir parcasi da olabilir. Giderek
kentlesen insanlik, strdurulebilirlik
meselesini yalnizca uzak ormanlarda,
savanlarda ve okyanuslarda degil, ayni
zamanda metropol konutlarinin tam
kalbinde de ele almalidir.

Sehirler, kentsel sorunlarin hem

ana kaynagi hem de magduru. Kent
sakinleri ile en yakin baglara sahip olan
ve ihtiyaclarini en yakindan bilenler
yerel yonetimler olsa da iklim krizi ve
adaletsizlik gibi sorunlar, belediye ve
tilke sinirlarini asiyor. Bolgesel is birlikleri
bu sorunlari ele almak, tecriibeleri
paylasmak, yaratici ¢o6ziimler bulmak
ve uluslararasi arenada seslerini
gliclendirmek icin ne gibi stratejiler
uygulayabilir?

Sehirler ve ilgili otoriteler hizl 6grenen
yapilardir ve dyle de olmahdirlar.
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Kent sakinleri, yerel yonetimlerinden
gunlik sorunlara, uzun suredir var olan
zorluklara ve meydana gelebilecek
afetlere zamaninda ve etkin sekilde
midahale etmelerini bekler. Zaman
icinde sehirler, diger yerel yonetimlerin
neler yaptigini gozlemlemis ve aldiklar
dersleri kendi ortamlarina uyarlamislardir.
Bununla birlikte, degisim hizlanmis ve
buyuk sehirlerin karsi karsiya oldugu
sorunlar sehirlerin buyukliklerinden
daha hizl artmaya baslamistir. Dolayisiyla
sehirlerin deneme yanilmaya daha az
zaman harcamalari ve hizl, etkin bir
sekilde ¢ozumleri hayata gecirmeleri
gerekmektedir. Bu, ayni buytksehir
bdlgesinin belediye yetkilileri arasindaki
isbirligiyle baslar ve insanlik tarihinde
benzeri gorilmemis bir dlcekte nifusu
on milyonu asan baglanti noktalari olan
diinyanin ¢ dizine kiresel mega kenti
arasindaki diyalog ve karsilikli 6grenmeye
kadar uzanir.

Afetlerden en ¢ok kirilgan durumda olan
gruplar etkileniyor. COVID-19 salgini
cinsiyete dayal siddette artisa tanik
olurken, Tiirkiye ve Fas’ta yakin zamanda
yasanan depremler kadinlari, 6zellikle

de hamile kadinlari saglik risklerine,
siddete ve yoksulluga karsi savunmasiz
birakti. Sehirler, basta cinsiyet esitligine
odaklanarak kiiresel sorunlara daha
direngli ve sorunlari daha rahat atlatir hale
nasil getirilebilir?

Yuzyillardan bu yana kadinlar kentsel
planlama, tasarim ve yonetimle ilgili

karar alma masalarindan dislanmis
durumda. Deneyimleri, tercihleri ve fikirleri
onemsenmemis, bunun sonucunda sadece
kadinlar degil tum sakinleri acisindan
tehlikeli kentsel cevreler meydana
gelmistir. Bu da topluluklari ve sehirleri,
COVID-19 pandemisinin de net bir sekilde
gosterdigi gibi daha savunmasiz ve daha
dayaniksiz hale getirmistir.

Blytksehirleri ve topluluklari
ongoriilemeyen uzun sureli zorluklara
karsi daha dayanikh kilmak icin kadinlarin
karar verme sireclerine katilmasi ve
masaya kendi problem ve ¢oziimlerini
getirmeleri sart. En kotu felaketler ve
krizler karsisinda topluluklari ve toplumlari
bir arada tutan, cogu zaman goériinmez
olan bakim ve yardimci olma gorevleri
diinyanin her kosesinde ezici bir sekilde
kadinlarin omuzlarina yiikleniyor. Sehirler
bu aglan glclendirebilir ve bakim verenleri
destekleyip onlara yetkiler vererek digsal
soklara daha hazirlikh olabilir. Bu da
Uluslararasi Calisma Orgiitiiniin Bakim
icin tanimladigi 5 ayaga odaklanilarak
saglanabilir: Ucretsiz bakim vermek igini
fark etme, azaltma ve bakim verme islerini
yeniden paylastirma; tcretli bakiciligi
odillendirme ve tanitma.

World Metropolitan Day encourages us
to rethink the future of cities with an
emphasis on resilience and livability.
This year, it is hosted by Marmara
Municipalities Union in Istanbul. How
can metropolises and urban networks
contribute to global conservation efforts
and reintroduce nature into urban spaces?
How can events like MARUF further
raise awareness about the importance
of sustainable development and climate
resilience?
Traditionally, we have thought of cities
as the antithesis of nature. The current
environmental crisis — including not just
climate change but also mass extinction,
plastic pollution, freshwater depletion, and
more — shows that nothing, especially not
urban life, exists in isolation from nature.
This realization compels us to entirely
rethink urban living. Rather than designing
and managing cities as if they were
separate from their natural environments,
we need to reconfigure how they interact
with surrounding water, soil, air, ecological
communities, animal migration routes,
biodiversity, and more, turning that
interaction into a sustainable, positive loop.
One of the best way to do this is
by inviting nature back into urban and
peri-urban spaces. For example, we can
restore some of the land’s original features,
such as water courses and wetlands,
and reintroduce living beings as integral
elements of the cityscape. From large
trees to tiny pollinators, all are allies in
restoring ecological balance and improving
the quality of life for everyone. In this way,
cities, which are responsible for well over
70% of the world’s CO2 emissions and an
even higher share of other environmental
problems, can also become part of the
global solution. An increasingly urbanized
humanity must address sustainability not
justin the distant jungles, savannahs and
oceans, but also in the very heart of its
metropolitan dwellings.

Cities are both the primary sources

and recipients of urban challenges.

While local governments have the

closest ties to citizens and their needs,
challenges such as the climate crisis and
inequalities transcend municipal and
national boundaries. What strategies

can regional collaborations use to tackle
these challenges, share experiences, find
creative solutions, and amplify their voices
in the international arena?

Cities and their authorities are quick
learners; they have to be. Citizens

expect and demand timely and effective
responses to everyday problems, long-term
challenges, and once-in-a-lifetime disasters
from their local governments. Over time,
cities have observed what other local
governments are doing and adapted those
lessons to their own settings. However,
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the pace of change has accelerated, and
the challenges that metropolises face are
growing faster than their size. Therefore,
cities need to reduce the time spent on
trial and error and quickly adopt effective
solutions. This starts with collaboration
between the municipal authorities of the
same metropolitan area, and goes up

all the way to the dialogue and mutual
learning between the world’s three-
dozen global megacities, agglomerations
that exceed ten million inhabitants, an
unprecedented scale in human history.

The groups that are rendered vulnerable
are most negatively affected by

disasters. The COVID-19 pandemic
witnessed a rise in gender-based violence,
while recent earthquakes in Turkey and
Morocco have left women, especially
pregnant women, vulnerable to health
risks, violence and poverty. How can cities
be adapted to resist and recover more
effectively from global challenges with a
specific focus on gender equality?

For centuries, women have been excluded
from decision-making tables concerning
urban planning, design, and management.
Their experiences, preferences, and

ideas were sidelined, resulting in urban
environments that are not only more hostile
to women but also to all inhabitants. This
has made communities and cities more
vulnerable and less resilient, as clearly
demonstrated by the COVID-19 pandemic.
To make metropolises and communities
more resilient to long-term and unforeseen
challenges, it is imperative to include
women in decision-making processes and
bring their own problems and solutions to
the table. Caregiving and assistance, the
often-invisible forces that hold communities
together in the face of the worst disasters,
overwhelmingly rest on the shoulders of
women worldwide. Cities can strengthen
these networks and be better prepared

for external shocks by supporting and
empowering caregivers. This can be
achieved by focusing on the so-called 5

Rs of Care as defined by the International
Labor Organization: recognize, reduce, and
redistribute unpaid care work, and reward
and represent paid care work.

Bogota’nin ilk kadin belediye baskani unvanini tasiyan biri olarak,
liderlikte cinsiyet esitliginin 6nemi ve bunun kentsel gelisim lizerindeki
etkisi hakkindaki bakis acinizi paylasabilir misiniz?

Bogota 500 yillik bir sehir. Bogota’da bir kadin, halk tarafindan ilk kez

ancak 2019’da secilebildi. Bu unvana sahip olmaktan onur duyuyorum. Bir
ogretmen kiziyim ve 6 kardesin en buyuguyum. Birlikte ¢alisan, ilgilenen,
seven ve birlikte gelisen, kendi kendini yetistirmis, orta sinif bir aileden
geliyorum. Bu, Bogota’nin ¢esitliliginin ve katilimcihginin bir él¢tsudur.

Bu benim kisisel basarim degil; sehrin isgiicliniin ylizde 60’ini olusturan
gencler, kendi kendini yetistirmis insanlar, orta gelirli aileler ve kigik
isletmelerin gesitliligini kapsayan kolektif bir basaridir. Benim secilmem bunu
temsil ediyor. Sizi temin ederim ki, bu géreve secilen ilk kadin benim ama
son kadin degilim. Ve bu sadece Bogota’da degil ayni donisiimiin yasandigi
Avrupa, Asya ve Afrika sehirlerinde de bir umut ve degisimin isareti. Clinki
gengler ve kadinlar bu ylzyilin deg@isen itici glicleri.

MARUF23 konusmanizdaki birka¢ 6nemli noktadan bahsedebilir misiniz?
ilk olarak, alcakgéniilliiliik, is birligi yapma istegdi, paylasim: bence sehirlerin
diinyaya sundugu seyler bunlardir. ideolojik, politik ve hatta jeopolitik

bir rekabet icinde degiliz. Biz sadece okulda ¢ocuklara ders veriyoruz, is
sagliyoruz, ¢op topluyoruz, insanlari givende ve saglkl tutuyoruz. Yani
rekabet etmek yerine paylasiyoruz, dislamak yerine dahil ediyoruz. Ortak
¢ézlimler iretiyoruz. ikincisi ise su; genellikle Diinya Bankasi, BM ve

bir¢cok kurulus iklim degisikliginin yarattigi acil durumla ilgili doga temelli
cozumlerden bahsediyor. Ama biz burada gercgek bir ¢ozim istiyorsak
sadece dogaya degil, bunun yaninda genclige ve kadinlara da ihtiyacimiz
oldugu fikrini ortaya koyduk. Ancak ve ancak diinyanin her yerindeki
genglerin sahip oldugu yenilikciligi, umudu, iyimserligi, esnekligi, istekliligi,
comertligi ve dayanismayi buna katarsaniz; ancak bakim gésterme, acik ve
kapsayici diislinme becerisine en yatkin kesim olan kadinlari resme dahil
ederseniz bdlgesel ve kiresel ¢éziimler icin gergek bir fark yaratabilirsiniz.

Holding the distinguished title as Bogota’s first female mayor, could
you share your perspective on the significance of gender equality in
leadership and its influence on urban development?

Bogota is a 500 years old city. But 2019 was the first time that a woman
was popularly elected in Bogota. | have the honor to hold that position. I'm
the daughter of a teacher and the oldest of 6 siblings; a self-made, middle-
income family working together, caring, loving and prospering together.
So, it's a measure of diversity and inclusion of Bogota. It's not my personal
achievement. It’s a collective achievement that encompasses the diversity
of youth, self-made people, middle income families, small businesses, who
make up 60 percent of the labor force of the city. That’s what my election
represents. I’'m so glad that | can assure you, I'm the first but not the last
woman to be elected in this position. And that’s a sign of hope and change
not only in Bogota, but in cities in Europe, Asia, Africa where the same
transformation is happening. Because the youth and women are the driving
changing forces of this century.

Could you highlight a few key points from your address at MARUF23?
Firstly, | think humbleness, willingness to cooperate, sharing: that's what cities
bring to the world. We're not in ideological, political or even geopolitical
competition. We are just teaching kids at school, providing jobs, collecting
the garbage, keeping people safe and healthy. So rather than competing we
are sharing, rather than excluding we are including. We are building common
solutions. And the second thing is that: usually the World Bank, UN Habitat
and many organizations talk about nature-based solutions, regarding the
climate change era and emergency. But we brought here an idea that, if we
want real solutions, we need not only nature but we need youth, women and
nature-based solutions. If you include the innovation, the hope, the optimism,
the flexibility, the willingness, the generosity and solidarity that youth have
around the world in any city; if you bring the women into picture, who are the
most capable to care, to think openly and inclusively, that’'s what makes the
real difference for urban, regional and global solutions.
