Framed by the theme “On the Shore of All Possibilities,” we are delighted to
present the Urban Cinema program at MARUF25. Following MARUF23, the
MARUF25 Urban Cinema Program, prepared for the second time in collaboration
with Altyazi Cinema Association and Marmara Municipalities Union, approaches
cities through festivals, cinema spaces, and forms of spectatorship—opening up a
discussion on how film culture, both in Tiirkiye and internationally, has evolved in
close relation to urban life, past and present. As we revisit the recent history of
going to the movies, thinking with cinema, growing with it, and resisting through
it, we foreground stories that amplify the voices of diverse communities and
nurture solidarity. Screenings and panels will explore the cinematic experiences
of Sarajevo, Beirut, Istanbul, Berlin, Mumbai, Belfast, Adana, Diyarbakir, and
Ankara, while also highlighting the legacy of Palestine Cinema Days, which has
amplified Palestinian voices and traveled to dozens of cities around the world.
The program further includes a creative film workshop with young participants,
bringing together cinematic images of a city’s past with visions of its future. Over
the course of two days, we hope the stories and discussions that empower us
from Turkiye and beyond will, “on the shore of all possibilities” inspire new ideas
and creations.

This selection, serving as a preface to the MARUF25 Urban Cinema program, presents two
documentaries from different periods and geographies, highlighting the vital importance of
filming under conflict while offering a keen insight into cinema’s role in difficult times. The first
film takes us to a period just before the founding of the Sarajevo Film Festival, following a young
artist organizing screenings for a city under fire alongside a young architecture student, one of
the thousands of viewers. Against the overpowering sound of weapons in early 1990s Sarajevo,
we witness a resilient instinct to survive. The program then moves to late-1970s Beirut through
the lens of Lebanese documentary maker Jocelyn Saab. Saab’s film provides historical context
to the city’s ongoing conflicts, offering an assessment of Beirut’s layered history and identity,
and unfolds as a letter to the city’s future, a city that has inspired countless songs and films.

Days Of Fire, Love And Anarchy: The Turkish Sinematek and Onat Kutlar tells the story of the
Turkish Cinematheque, a driving force behind the rise of art cinema and the growth of film
culture in Tirkiye, through the life of its founder, Onat Kutlar. After discovering the French
Cinematheque while studying philosophy in Paris in 1961, Kutlar decided to establish a
cinematheque in Istanbul, and in 1965, he brought together a group of intellectuals to found the
Turkish Cinematheque Association. Beyond screening important art films from around the world,
the Cinematheque became a hub for an emerging intellectual film culture and a meeting place
for new generations of filmmakers, critics, and cinephiles. The documentary traces Kutlar’s
literary career and his pivotal role in the Istanbul Film Festival, while also shedding light on the
Cinematheque’s history and the various conflicts that arose among actors with differing ideas
and political views within Tirkiye’s cinema world.

It traces how this energy evolved into the Forum
section at the Berlinale, creating space for extraordinary films. Through numerous interviews,
the documentary conveys the Gregors’ vision and impact, bringing audiences into contact with
figures such as Peter Greenaway, Aki Kaurismaki, Jim Jarmusch, and Wong Kar-Wai, while also
reflecting on Germany’s cultural transformations. By sharing the Gregors’ passion and legacy in
independent cinema, the film becomes an archival treasure, offering cinephiles countless
familiar faces and films from film history.

In showing the debates around protecting
a cinema open to the street, the film reveals that the struggle was not only about an important
cultural heritage site in Istanbul but also about the imagination it fostered and that sustained it.
The film comes to life as the shared story of those who claimed this collective imagination and
sense of possibility, in solidarity with other urban and cinema struggles, offering a compelling
example of cinema as a form of resistance for the city.
